The Patent Sector

The Patent Sector has in its framework three organiza-
tion units: Department for Legal Issues of Patents and two
engineering units Department for Chemistry and Chemi-
cal Technology and Department for Machine Engineering,
Electronics and General Technology.

The basic activity of the Patent Sector is the grant of
protection for inventions in the form of patent, petty patent
or topography of integrated circuits on the basis of the con-
ducted administrative procedure and substantive examina-
tion of the applications filed for the protection of inventions,
as well as the follow up and administration of the certain
international conventions referring to the protection of in-
ventions: Patent Cooperation Treaty-PCT and Agreement
between the Federal Government of the Federal Repub-
lic of Yugoslavia and the European Patent Organization
on Cooperation in the Field of Patents (Cooperation and
Extension Agreement), and also the presentation and rep-
resentation of interests of the Republic of Serbia in the spe-
cialized international organizations for the protection of pat-
ents along with the information and education tasks in the
field of the protection of inventions. The Sector is in charge
of the studying of the international conventions from the
field of patents and topographies of integrated circuits and
it also prepares the amendments of the Serbian legislation
for the purpose of its harmonization with the bounding inter-
national regulations. In the course of 2009, the activities of
the Sector included the follow up of the EU regulations for
the sake of norm setting activities implying the harmoniza-
tion of domestic regulations with the EU legislation.

The activities of the Patent Sector in 2009 were marked
by the improvement of the IPAS software system, the in-
troduction of the EPOQUEnet program and the finalization
of the basic EPOQUE training, as well as the legislative
activities and the regular administrative processing of the
applications.

In the course of 2009, we have therefore intensified
the activities for the improvement of the IPAS, system for
administration of applications implying the more intensive
cooperation of the Patent Sector and the Information Ser-
vices Sector. In February 2009, we continued with the expert
training of the employees of the Patent Sector for the suc-
cessful utilization of IPAS with the aim to take advantage of
all theoretical possibilities of this system with regard to the
needs of successful processing of the administrative proce-
dure initiated by patent applications. We have established
so called Delivery Lists of patent applications involving all
the employees, which enabled the follow up of the file as it
moves between the organization units of the Sector and be-
tween particular experts in the course of the administrative
procedure regarding the activities of file processing. Starting
from June 2009, we have initiated taking charge of the fil-
ings from the Registry Department by means of the Delivery
Lists. In July 2009, the Manual on the Entry of Bibliographic
Data into IPAS, data base made according to WIPO stan-
dards, has been written, and its immediate application fol-
lowed. The implementation of the standard entry of data is
very significant for the improvement of operations and ratio-
nalization of time needed for the verification of data in the
mentioned data base.

In October 2009, we have computerized the charging of
fees for the natural persons, so that all the necessary data
are automatically taken from the IPAS data base and
downloaded to fill in the forms of reminders to pay fees.

For the sake of improving the work quality on the search
and examination of patent applications, in the framework of
the Office, in the course of 2009, access has been secured
to EPOQUEnet, which represents a particularly efficient
system for the professional search of patent and non patent
data bases of external or internal kind. This program was
created in the framework of the joint project of EPO (Eu-
ropean Patent Organization) and Derwent, designed to en-
able, through unified command language and one query, to
search more data bases satisfying thus the highest criteria
of search in the most optimal manner. Having in mind that it
is a very complex system, at the very beginning, it was nec-
essary to conduct the basic training of the patent engineers.
The training for the first group of experts was conducted by
the lecturer from EPO, Mr. Tobias Kosicki, in the period May
25th - 28t 2009, and the training for the other four groups
of engineers was conducted in a serial till the end of 2009,
by the experts of the Patent Sector themselves.

Advanced training for EPOQUEnet was also held in the
period December 14th - 17th, 2009. The initial group of ex-
perts was trained by Mr. Beauce Gaetan, from EPO.

Access and possibility of everyday use of EPOQUEnet
program in the framework of activities on processing patent
applications, represents a large step forward in the increase
of efficiency and quality of the work performed. Apart from
that, having a program this modern, which is indispensable
as a tool for work inside the EPO, clearly places the Intellec-
tual Property Office of the Republic of Serbia into the rank of
institutions which follow the trends of modern development.

By comparing the total number of the final decisions con-
cerning the files in the Patent Sector for 2009 (1653) with
the number of final decisions taken in 2008 (1063), we can
ascertain that after a very tiring period of implementation of
the IPAS system in the course of 2008, the productivity in
2009 raised for about 55% in comparison to 2008.

Total Number of Applications Filed for the Protection
of Inventions

In the course of 2009, 4618 patent applications were
filed in the Office, which is for 1482 applications, i.e. 24%
less applications than in the previous year.

The protection of invention by petty patent has been re-
quested for 105 applications, which is for 32 applications,
or 23% less than in the previous year.

Applications of Patents and Petty Patents and Requests
for the Registration of Extended European Patent

A number of 320 applications were filed directly in the
Office, 40 applications were filed by means of the PCT
route and 4258 applications were filed on the basis of Co-
operation and Extension Agreement.

From the total number of patent applications filed, do-
mestic applicants filed 299 applications which represent
around 6.5% from the total number of filed patent appli-
cations. Foreign applicants filed 4319 patent applications,
which represent around 93.5% of the total number of filed
patent applications. In comparison to the previous year,
there are 87 applications of domestic applicants less than
in the previous year, which represents a decrease of 22%.

The IPO as the Receiving Office also accepted 27 do-
mestic PCT applications, which the Office processed and
directed to the International Bureau of WIPO, which is for
11 applications less than in the previous year and indicates
a decrease of 29%.

Other Activities

In 2009, in the Patent Sector, apart from the 1653 final
decisions passed, the following important tasks were con-
cluded: there were 269 decisions on the publication of patent
applications, 344 results of the formal examination of the ap-
plication, 733 results of the substantive examination of ap-
plications, 364 classifications of applications, 714 searches
of patent applications, 240 decisions for the extension of time
limit, 11 decisions on the conversion of petty patent applica-
tion into patent application and vice versa, 46 decisions on
the entry of the extended European patent into the Register
of Patents, 3239 decisions on the invitation to pay annual
fees, expenses and overdue fees, 385 decisions on the ter-
mination of right ex officio, 137 decisions to enter or delete in
the Register co-applicant of the inventor, applicant and joint
representative and the change of address, 14 decisions on
the change of title, 30 decisions on the transfer of rights, 18
responses to the legal suit in the administrative procedure, 4
decisions regarding the proposal to declare null and void, 17
decisions on the reinstitutio in integro, 77 decisions concern-
ing priority right certificates, 217 certificates regarding rights
contained in the official records, 168 communications and
legal opinions and 1138 different other decisions.

In the course of 2009, in the Patent Sector, a total of
11,224 legal formal documents were produced.

At the beginning of August 2009, the Methodology of the
IPO regulating the administrative procedure in the field of
search and examination of patent applications has been
placed on the web site of the Office and it became binding
for all government employees in the Intellectual Property Of-
fice in charge of the tasks involving state of the art search
and examination of patent applications.

In November 2009, expert legal revision of the Serbian
translation of the European Patent Convention was completed.
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
