handed in to numerous authors and inventors in
the Republic of Serbia. In the framework of the
celebration, two exhibitions were organized: “The
Hall of Fame of the European Inventors’ and the
“Industrial Property of Serbia” where the visitors
could get acquainted with the achievements of the
domestic creative inventors.

In the course of the last year, the employees in the
IPO worked on the improvement of the information
and technological capacities of the IPO. With that
regard, e-register of patents was completed and
made operational on the IPO website in March
of 2015. With regard to the work concerning
applications, in comparison to 2014, an increase
in the number of requests for the grant on the
certificates of additional protection was recorded.
As a consequence of the intensive work in the last
several years, the number of patent applications in
2015 filed by the institutes and faculties reached
the highest number in the last five years. The
number of domestic trademark applications and
the total number of applications for industrial
design has been increased.

With regard to legislative activities, in 2015, work
was continued on the Draft Law on the amendments
ofthe Patentlaw, Draft of the Lawonthe Protection
of Topographies of Semiconductor Products, Draft
Law on the Indications of Geographical Origins
and the Draft Law on Trademarks. In 2015, the
Law on the amendments of the Law on the Legal
Protection of Industrial Design has been adopted.

In 2015, the IPO continued its cooperation with
the World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPO) and the European Patent Office (EPO). In
cooperation with the organization WIPO and with
the assistance of the Faculty of Law in Belgrade, the
following study was published: ”’National Study on
the Contribution of the Copyright-based Industries
to the Serbian Economy”. The elaboration of
the mentioned study was initiated in 2012 in
cooperation with the World Intellectual Property
Organization, and it was worked on for several
years. The study showed that the total participation
of all creative industries in the creation of gross
domestic product of the Republic of Serbia amounts
to 4,61%. In the total employment in the Republic
of Serbia, the creative industries participate with
4%. In total, around 90.503 workers are employed
in the creative industries in the Republic of Serbia.

In the framework of the realization of the Bilateral
Plan of Cooperation with the European Patent
Office, a two day seminar was organized dealing
with the technologies for the mitigation of climate
changes in the IPO in the period of May 20-21,
2015.

In November 2015, in the organization of the
Intellectual Property Office and the Faculty of
Law of the Belgrade University, an international
conference was held under the title: “The Role

In the framework of the bilateral cooperation
with other countries, our experts in the last year
offered various trainings to the employees in the
Romanian Office for Patents and Trademarks and
to the Intellectual Property Office of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.

With regard to work on the projects, the IPO
participated at the project TEMPUS MAIN,
which was coordinated by the Novi Sad University.
In such a way, the IPO, as one of the non-academic
partners, contributed to the development of courses
for life-long learning in the domain of intellectual
property. In the framework of the Twining project —
enforcement of intellectual property rights, the IPO
supported the Trade Inspectorate in the activities
of organizing training and campaigns in the field of
intellectual property enforcement and the efforts
were invested in the beginning of cooperation
with the University in Kragujevac on the project
“Institutional Framework for the Development of
the Third Mission at the Universities in Serbia”.

In the course of 2015, the IPO was engaged in the
total of 48 educational events attended by 1467
attendees from the various interest groups. The
IP pre-diagnosis, specialized service intended for
companies that want to estimate the competitive
capacity on the basis of intellectual property,
was offered to 42 business companies in Serbia.
Apart from that, the TPO participated in various
international fairs offering consultations to
interested parties.

In the course of 2015, the IPO, apart from the current
activities in the work concerning patent applications,
performed a serial of additional activities contribut-
ing to the development of the patent system in Serbia.
These were: the celebration of the 95th anniversary of
the IP protection in the Republic of Serbia, the par-
ticipation in the EU integrations in the framework of
the negotiating team for chapter 7 in the framework
of the inventors right and for chapter 25 in the do-
main of the intellectual property management in the
transfer of knowledge, the promotion of the domestic
inventors in Europe, and the education and informa-
tion activities and the cooperation with the European
Patent Organization and the World Intellectual Prop-
erty Organization, as well as the preparation of the
activities for the change of the System of the Quality
Management for the sake of its harmonization with
the requests of the current version of the Standard
IS0 9001:2015. With regard to the legislative activ-
ities, the Draft of the Patent Law was elaborated and
in the period March 30 to April 20, 2015, a public
discussion was held and the opinions have been col-
lected from the competent ministries.

Patent and petty patent applications

In the course of 2015, 191 applications were filed
in the IPO for patent protection and 64 patents for
petty patent protection. From the total number filed
applications, 187 applications were filed directly in
the IPO, and, by using the international Patent Coop-
eration Treaty (PCT system), 4 applications entered
the national phase. From the total number of direct-
ly filed patent applications, the domestic applicants
filed 178 and the foreign applicants 9 applications for
patent protection.

The total number of files where the administrative
procedure has been finalized in 2015, on all
grounds, in the Patent Sector is 980. From the
total of 980 files, where the final decision has been
reached in 2015, 265 decisions have been reached
regarding the patent applications, 62 decisions
concerning the petty patent applications, 5 decisions
on the requests for the grant of certificate for the
additional protection and 648 decisions on the entry
of the extended European patent in the register of
patents as well as the decisions on the entry of the
European patents in the Register of patents.

In the procedure for the examination of applications
for the grant of patent, 186 reports on examination
have been elaborated and forwarded including 182
forwarded before the publication of the patent
application and 4 reports after the publication of the
patent application. With the report on examination,
105 patent applications have been prepared for the
publication a and 192 results on the substantial
examination have been elaborated and 20 searches
for the patent applications in the substantial
examination.

and address of the person filing the application of
the person filing the patent and the petty patent
or the holder of right. 1105 conclusions have been
issued along with the invitations for the payment
of fees for the sake of the maintenance of the right
from the patent application and the payment of fees
and fees out of date.

In the course of 2015, 25 commercial reports
have been made on the examination of the patent
documentation according to the subject matter of
invention.

Intheproceduresaccordingtoappeals,theIPOacting
as the first degree body, examined the compliance
with the formal requirements for 15 appeals
including 12 referring to the decisions according to
the decisions concerning the patent applications, 2
referring to the decisions regarding the petty patent
applications and one appeal had the procedure
terminated because the plaintiff gave up. In the
administrative suits held before the Administrative
Court of Serbia, according to the legal suits against
the decisions of the IPO, regarding the protection of
the inventions, the Administrative Court of Serbia
received seven answers to the legal suit, answered to
the one request for the reconsideration of the court
decision and 4 decisions according to the motion for
the annulment of the granted right.

In the course of 2015, three requests have been
filed for the examination of the granted petty patent
including two annulments of the petty patents, and
one patty patent remained valid with the altered
patent claims. Also, eight decisions have been
passed reinstituting the right, including six allowing
the reinstitution of rights and six decisions resolving
the continuation of the procedure.

With regard to the measures taken with the aim
to strengthen the administrative capacities in the
Patent Sector, the instructions have been updated
for the use of the program EPOQUEnet 4.0 in the
framework of the documentation of the System of
Quality Management and all patent examiners
passed the training for the use of the latest options
of the mentioned program. The latest version of the
EPOQUEnet tools enables the increase of the limits
in the search of data base and the improvement
of work with the translation of documents and
the increased system ergonomy (the increasing
of letters), that creates the preconditions for the
efficient search of the state of the art regarding the
subject matter. So the people filing the applications
in the course of 2015 were delivered 182 reports
on the search of the state of the art before the
publication of the patent application, which is for
50% more in comparison to the 2014.

With regard to legislative activities, the IPO, at
the end of 2015 prepared the draft Trademark
Law in which it adopted the comments that the
European Commission brought about during the
bilateral screening in the procedure of the accession
of the Republic of Serbia to the European Union.
Regarding the work concerning the applications,
in the course of 2015, in the Republic of Serbia a
total of 6770 trademark applications was filed:
2153 national applications (199 applications more
than in 2014) and 4617 international applications
(378 applications more than in 2014). Domestic
applicants filed 1341 applications, and foreign
applicants 812 national trademark applications.

Apart
from that, 754 reports were made on the previous
search of data bases for trademarks. Also the codes
of the Vienna classification of figurative elements
were entered in all the application with images and the
erasing of verbal description of signs with images of
the registered trademarks was initiated.

Inthe procedure of the examination of conditions for the
grant of the international application of trademarks, in
the course of 2015, 4157 applications were examined.
On the basis of the performed examinations, 334
temporary refusals of the international trademark
applications were forwarded to the World Intellectual
Property Organization and after the conducted
procedure on the basis of the temporary rejections,
188 decisions and 4184 final decisions were passed.
Also, in 2015, 339 certificates on the validity of the
international trademarks were issued.

In 2015, people intensively worked on the translations
of lists of goods and services for the needs of the
classification published in the Serbian language on the
site of the World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPQ) under the title Goods & Services Managet.
A total of 11,055 terms were translated and the
IPO checked the acceptability for the needs of filing
applications before the Intellectual Property Office.
Also, the International Classification of Goods and
Services has been updated, the X edition for 2016,
was set on the site of the IPO on January 11, 2016.
The work has been completed on the classification
of the figurative elements of trademark applications
and the trademarks registered according to the
Vienna Classification of the Figurative Elements of
Trademarks in the electronic Register of Trademarks,
so that as a regular job, the classification is performed
for the graphic elements from the new applications
immediately after the reception of the application in
the Trademark Department.

With regard to legislation in the field of industrial
design, the National Parliament, in May 2015,
adopted the Law on the Amendments of the Law
on the Legal Protection of Industrial Design. With
regard to activities on the applications of industrial
design, the domestic and foreign applicants, in the
course of 2015, directly filed 105 industrial design
applications, including 29 applications of multiple
designs with 100 industrial designs, which makes
a total of 176 industrial designs. In comparison to
2014, the number of applications filed directly to
the IPQ is less for 0.94%, and the number of applied
industrial designs is larger for 2.33%.

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With regard to the legislative activities in 2015, the
text of the Draft Law on Amendments of the Law
on the Copyright and Related Rights was amended
with the exposition and the analysis of effects of
regulations and in compliance with the requests of
the European Commission stated at the meeting of
the Subcommittee for the Internal Market as well as
the requests of the Ministry of Economy. Regarding
the work concerning the applications, in the course
of 2015, 226 applications were filed at the IPO
of the Republic of Serbia for the entry into the
recording and for the sake of depositing copyright
and subject matters of related rights.

The internal electronic data base consisting of
information regarding the recorded and deposited
copyright protected works and subject matter of
related rights was administered. In the course of
2015, 384 requests for the search of data base were
received and answered and the reports were issued
or certificates were issued regarding the deposited
copyright protected works that have been entered in
the book of the Records of the deposited copyright
protected works and the subject matter of related
rights.

The representatives of the
IPO attended the sessions of the assemblies of the
collective societies OFPS and PI, as well as the
irregular session of the assembly of the organization
OFPS, as well as the sessions of other bodies of all
registered organizations. In the course of 2015, the
IPO acted in accordance to the remarks regarding
the work of the organizations filed by the holders of
rights, members of organizations and third parties.

In 2015, the organizations SOKOJ and OFPS have
renewed the licenses for the collective realization of
the rights of the authors of music, or the producers
of phonograms. The procedure has been completed
according to the request of the Organization for the
realization of reprographic rights, that was issued
permission for the performance of duties of the
collective realization of the copyright of the author
of the work issued in printing and the related right
of the publisher of printed works. Also, in the Book
of Records of the organizations for the collective
realization of rights new data have been entered
about the membership of the collective societies
in the international organizations, as well as the
data on the new bilateral treaties that the societies
concluded.

In the course of 2015, the IPO passed decisions
accordingto the requests for the giving of agreements
at the proposal of tariffs for remunerations for artists
and procedures were finalized according to the
following requests: 1) request for giving agreement
at the proposal of the tariff for the payment of
special remuneration to artists of photographs; 2)
request for giving agreement for the proposal of
tariffs for the remunerations paid to artists for
the interactive making of musical works available
to the public; 3) request for giving agreement at
the proposal of tariff for compensations for cable
rebroadcasting of phonograms; 4) request for giving
agreement for the proposal of tariff rewards for the
cable rebroadcasting of musical works.

IP Pre-diagnosis

The service of the IP pre-diagnosis takes part in the
framework of the bilateral cooperation plan with the
European Patent Office (EPO). In the course of the
2015, 42 visits have been organized for the business
companies for the sake of providing the service of the
intellectual property diagnosis for the SMEs. This
service is intended for the awareness raising of the
SMEs regarding the protection and management of
the intellectual property rights in doing business and
is provided mostly for the clients in the seat of the
business companies. Also, in 2015, 39 reports of the
IP Diagnosis were elaborated and delivered.

Statistics of the applications filed for requests
regarding the protection of industrial property
rights after the performing of the service called
Intellectual Property Diagnosis is followed up from
the very beginning of the providing of this service,
since August 2010 till the end of the 2015. It is
shown in the following table. Statistics does not
include the requests for the search of trademark and
the applications for the deposition of the copyright
protected works.

In the framework of cooperation with the organi-
zation WIPO, the activities have been realized en-
visaged by the cooperation plan of the Intellectual
Property Office and the organization WIPO: the
translation into the Serbian language has been re-
alized along with the publication and the promotion
of translation “National studies about the contribu-
tion of industries based on copyright to the economy
of Serbia” in cooperation of the Faculty of Law of
Belgrade University and two WIPO seminars have
been held in Serbia “WIPO Evaluation and Mar-
keting’” in Belgrade and “The International Confer-
ence of Innovations and Intellectual Property” in
Novi Sad.

The awards were presented to the winners in the
mentioned categories of competitions at the festive
academy on account of the 95 years of the existence
of the World Intellectual Property Office of the Re-
public of Serbia held at the festive hall of the SANU

ber 16, 2015. Apart from the mentioned on the ba-
sis of the insight into the international trademark
data base, a reward has been presented also for the
exceptional domestic user of the international sys-
tem of the trademark registration — award WIPO
Users’ Trophy.

Cooperation with the European Patent
Organization (EPO)

Cooperation with the organization EPO took place
through the participation of the employees in the
IPO at the regular meetings of the European Patent
Organization (four meetings of the Administrative
Council, two meetings of the Committee for Budget
and Financing, two meetings of the Technical and
Operative Support and one meeting for the Com-
mittee for Patent Law) and through the activities
included in the bilateral cooperation plan of the IPO
and EPO of the Republic of Serbia from 2012 to
2015, which is corrected and amended every year.
The main groups of activities of the Bilateral Plan
of Cooperation are (a) the training of the employees
in the IPO and other institutions of Serbia, (b) coop-
eration on the development of the harmonized Eu-
ropean information and technical services and tools
and (c) cooperation on the awareness raising on the
importance of the intellectual property protection.

In the framework of the trilateral cooperation of the

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In the framework of the realization of the Bilateral
plan of cooperation with the European Patent Office,
two-day seminar was organized about the patents
and the technologies for the mitigation of climatic
changes in the IPO in the period May 20-21, 2015.
At the seminar, a new way of patent classification
has been represented in the field of renewable sourc-
es of energy, sustainable civil engineering construc-
tion and ecology. Experiences have been exchanged
with regard to the practice of search and examina-
tion of patent applications.

In November 2015, a new plan of bilateral coopera-
tion envisaged to last for three years has been signed
between the European Patent Organization and the
IPO of the Republic of Serbia, for the period 2016-
2018. A new plan of bilateral cooperation envisages
numerous activities including the professional train-
ing, support in the production of education material,
development of new instruments in the field of intel-
lectual property and many others.

The TPO also, in the course of 2015, supported the
participation of domestic inventors in the competi-
tion for the European Inventor Award, organized
by the European Patent Office, and the recommen-
dation for this prestigious award was presented to
six domestic inventors in three categories of compe-
tition: category for SMEs, R&D and Life Achieve-
ments.

Cooperation with the Office for the Harmonization
of the Internal Market of the European Union
(EUIPO)

The Republic of Serbia is still not the member of the
EUIPO, but the experts of IPO participated at four
annual meetings for the sake of exchanging expe-
riences: two from the field of trademarks and one
from the field of design and one from the field of
technical cooperation.

The cooperation, in compliance with the Memoran-
dum on Cooperation signed in 2014, also included
in 2015 various forms of training, as well as sup-
port for the sake of joining the EUIPO data bases of
our national data bases for design and trademarks,
which has been completed.

In the course of 2015, the representatives of the IPO
participated at the regular meetings in the organ-
ization of EUIPO whith the aim of exchanging ex-
periences and harmonizing the practice of the EU
member states (Liaison Meetings). The purpose of
these meetings is the harmonization of the practice
of the national offices of the EU member states with
regard to the specific methodological issues in the
domain of trademark protection and also in the do-
main of industrial design. These meetings are pri-
marily intended to the representatives of the offices
of the EU member states, and, the representatives
of the offices of the states candidates for the mem-
bership in the EU also participate at the meeting as
observers. The importance of these meetings is not
only in the fact that the possibility is given to the

the active participation, present the current prac-
tice of the IPO in the domain of trademark and in-
dustrial design protection, but also in the fact that
it is possible to ensure the immediate insight in all
the contemporary practice and changes with re-
gard to the procedure for the protection of trade-
marks and industrial design. This cooperation
shall be continued in 2016.

Bilateral cooperation

In the framework of the celebration which was or-
ganized on account of the 95th anniversary of the
Intellectual Property Office of the Republic of Ser-
bia, 16 memoranda on cooperation were signed
between the Intellectual Property Office of the
Republic of Serbia and the national offices of oth-
er countries. It concerns Austrian Patent Office,
General Directorate for Patents and Trademarks
of Albania, Albanian Copyright Office, Intellec-
tual Property Office of the Kingdom of Belgium,
Intellectual Property Institute of the Bosnia and
Herzegovina, State Intellectual Property Office of
Croatia, Patent Office of the Republic of Bulgaria,
Danish Office for Patents and Trademarks, Organ-
ization for Industrial Property of Greece, National
Center for Intellectual Property of Georgia, Ice-
landic Patent Office, State Office for Intellectual
Property of the Peoples Republic of China, Patent
Office of the Republic of Latvia, Federal Office for
Intellectual Property of the Russian Federation,
Russian State Academy for Intellectual Property,
Industrial Property Office of the Slovak Republic
and Turkish Patent Institute.

The Agreements on cooperation have been signed
between the Intellectual Property Office of the
Republic of Serbia and numerous home institu-
tions. Among those, there are Faculty of Law of
Belgrade University, Innovation Fund, Chamber
of Commerce of Serbia, Chamber of Commerce
of Belgrade, City of Belgrade, Regional Cham-
ber of Commerce of Kraljevo, Regional Chamber
of Commerce of Zrenjanin, Regional Chamber of
Commerce of Uzice, Regional Chamber of Com-
merce in Pancevo, University of Kragujevac, Mu-
seum of Nikola Tesla, Museum of Mihajlo Pupin
in Idvor, Education and Research Association Mi-
hajlo Pupin in Belgrade and Register of National
Internet Domains of Serbia.

In the framework of the bilateral cooperation in
2015, the experts of the Patent Sector gave train-
ing for the use of the IPAS program to the experts
of the Romanian State Office for Inventions and
Trademarks. Also, in the Intellectual Property Of-
fice of Serbia a training lasting for two days was
organized for patent examiners of the Institute for
Intellectual Property of Bosnia and Herzegovina
in the domain of examining requests for the grant
of supplementary protection certificate and patent
applications from the field of biotechnology and
pharmacy.

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Projects

1) Twinning Project — Enforcement of Intellectual
Property Rights

In the framework of the Twinning Project — “En-
forcement of IP rights”” where the main beneficiary
is the Ministry of Commerce, Tourism and Telecom-
munications, the support was given to the Trade
Inspection for the organization of training for in-
spectors, as well as with regard to the participation
in the promoting campaigns and other events with
media covering. In the framework of this project,
numerous trainings were held (14 trainings lasting
for several days) in the IPO, which were held by the
foreign experts from Denmark and Great Britain
for the representatives of the institutions for the
enforcement of IP rights. Several meetings were
held with the experts and other representatives on
the project with regard to trainings, preparations
for conferences on the account of Intellectual Prop-
erty Day and the promotion of studies: Analysis of
Counterfeiting and Piracy in Serbia. Three meetings
of the working groups were held for the raising of
awareness on counterfeiting and the campaign “You
surely would not risk the life of your child”” in the
Belgrade kindergardens and the announcement at
the sites of relevant institutions.

2) TEMPUS MAIN

In the course of 2015, the work continued on the
project TEMPUS of the University of Novi Sad un-
der the title: MAIN ,,Mastering innovation in Serbia
through development and implementation of inter-
disciplinary postgraduate curricula in innovation
management™. Apart from the University of Novi
Sad and Nis that will enlist the students at the post
graduate studies, the Innovation Fund and several
other institutions of high education and innovation
centers, the IPO is invited to participate in the pro-
ject and give its contribution to the elaboration of
the project for the courses for “'life-long” education
in the domain of IP rights. In the framework of the
project, the elaboration of the curriculum was un-
der way for the courses for life long learning (LLL
Courses) which are the part of the activities of the
project. Also, the preparation for the presentations
for these courses was made.

3) IF4TM

At the end of 2015, a project was initiated under the
title ,, Institutional Framework for the Development
of the Third Mission at the Universities in Serbia —
IF4ATM™, led by the University in Kragujevac. The
Intellectual Property Office is one of the partners
in the framework of the consortiums consisting of
16 institutions. In December 2015, the meeting was
held in Kragujevac concerning the formation of the
working groups with regard to the missions of the
project.
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
