Introduction

The previous year, 2007, was marked by the inten-
sive work on the strengthening of the Intellectual
Property Office capacity in the framework of the
CARDS 2004 National Project of Technical Assis-
tance to the Office. The project was financed by
the European Commission (value of the project
900,000 euros) and it was implemented by the
European Patent Office. The result of the project
is reflected in the complete innovation of the in-
formation system of the Office and the establish-
ment of the missing electronic national data bases
on industrial property rights. The new information
system of the Office enables ten times faster flow

of information than the old system.

For the sake of forming the electronic data base of
patents, all patent documents and patent applica-
tions published since the establishment of the Of-
fice in 1921 till the end of 2007 have been scanned
(atotal of 79,000 patent documents). The experts in
the Office mastered the software of the European
Patent Organization (EPO) for the electronic pub-
lishing of patent documents and since 2007 the ex-
change of patent documents with the foreign offic-
es is performed exclusively in the electronic form.
The data on the published patent applications and
registered patents in Serbia have been included in
the EPO data base espac@net and can be searched

over the Internet.

Since May 2007, the data base of national trade-
marks has been accessible for search over the site
of the Office on the Internet. This data base con-
tains all the valid trademarks which have been ap-
plied for protection and registered directly in the
Office (around 25,000 trademarks). The 8th edi-
tion of the International Patent Classification - in
Serbian and in English language is also accessible

for search.

By the strengthening of the information structure
of the Office and the creation of the electronic data
bases of all industrial property rights, conditions
have been made for the high quality of examina-
tion of the mentioned rights, as well as for the
better information of the public on the protected
rights. All of the above mentioned is designed in
the function of the essential mission of the Office,
which is to support innovations, competition and
economic growth of Serbia, as well as to positively

influence the attraction of foreign investments.

With regard to the number of applications and
registered industrial property rights in 2007, the
growing trend has been continued. This is espe-
cially expressed in the number of the trademark
applications filed, which is the increase of 10% in
comparison to 2006 and in the number of appli-
cations of the European patents for which the Re-
public of Serbia has been chosen as a designated
state and which has increased for 53% in com-
parison to the previous year. In the period under
discussion, the Office passed decisions on more
applications than in 2006 — 10% more patents and
petty patents have been registered and 5% more

trademarks.

2007 was a very important year from the point of
view of the preparations for the accession of the
Republic of Serbia to the European Patent Con-
vention (EPC). The Government, at the session of
October 25th, adopted the Information of the Of-

fice on the cooperation of the Republic of Serbia

with the European Patent Organization and passed
the decision that a letter of intent should be direct-
ed to the EPO on the intentions of the Republic of
Serbia to access to the EPC. In the Information as
adopted, an expectation has been expressed that
with the increase of the number of foreign patents
in Serbia, more chances shall be created for the
transfer of modern technology and direct foreign

investments in our country.

In November 2007, the Office signed a contract
with the American consultant firm Nathan Assoc.
on the basis of which this firm started the execu-
tion of the Project for Operational and Organiza-
tional Technical Assistance to the Office. The Proj-
ect was financed by the government of the USA
and its value is 490 000 US dollars. The aim of this
project is the development of the functions of the
Office which overcome the framework of the clas-
sical administrative body, and which refer to the
education, providing of information, stimulation
of the creation of innovations and their applica-
tion, etc.

The Report on the Activities of the Office in 2007
gives a survey of the most important tasks of the
Office and gives a basis for the evaluation of what
we have achieved. The aim is to remain the key
national institution in the filed of intellectual prop-
erty which will develop its actions in the direction
of broadening the knowledge and stimulating the
creation and utilization of the intellectual property
rights for the sake of economic and cultural prog-
ress of Serbia.

PATENT SECTOR
Basic Information about the Patent Sector

Pursuant to the Regulations on the Internal Organi-
zation and Job Plan of the Intellectual Property Of-
fice that have been applied since September 2007,
the Patent Sector comprises the following organi-
zational units: Chemistry Department, Mechanical
Engineering Department, Electrical Engineering
and General Engineering Department, and Patent

Legal Department.

The basic activity of the Patent Sector involves pro-
viding protection for inventions by granting pat-
ents or petty patents, or by granting the right to
the topography of integrated circuits; monitoring
and administration based on specific international
conventions concerning the protection of inven-
tions (Patent Cooperation Treaty - PCT, and the so
called European Extension Agreement); represen-
tation and acting for and on behalf of the interests
of the Republic of Serbia at specialized internation-
al patent organizations; and provision of informa-
tion, and education and training with regard to the
protection of inventions. The Sector also keeps up
to date on all international conventions in the field
of patents and topography of integrated circuits
including their respective amendments, and drafts

During the course of 2007,
the Sector also followed legislation being involved
in the negotiations held between the Republic of
Serbia and the World Trade Organization regarding

joining the Organization.

Following the disintegration of the State Union of
Serbia and Montenegro, the competence for ad-
ministrative disputes in connection with the final
decisions rendered by the IPO has been trans-
ferred from the Court of Serbia and Montenegro,
which has ceased to exist, to the Supreme Court of
Serbia. The practice of the Administrative Depart-
ment of this Court differs significantly from the
practice of the former Court of Serbia and Monte-
negro. For this reason, 50 decisions were reverted
back to the IPO in 2007, for reviewing the cases. All
the vacated rulings have been reversed for formal
reasons (lack of clarity regarding the IPO jurisdic-
tion, signatures by unauthorized persons, impres-
sion of inappropriate seals, etc.). Reviewing the
above cases had a negative impact on the perfor-
mance of both the IPO Patent Sector and its other

organizational units.

The performance of the Patent Sector in 2007 was
also affected by staff problems as a result of which
the Sector functioned with 90% of the examiners
and 75% of the patent lawyers specified in the job
plan. Another fact that also adversely affected the
functioning of the Sector was the appointment of
only two of the five IPO directors and assistant di-

rectors specified in the job plan.

Despite the unfavorable circumstances, the Sector
was more successful than in 2006 in respect of all
the parameters essential for performance evalua-
tion. By comparing the number of cases finalized
by the Sector in 2007 (1,318 of them) to the num-
ber of cases finalized in 2006 (1,282), and consider-

ing the fact that the Sector had two employees less

Total number of applications filed for granting
protection for inventions

The number of applications and extended patent
applications filed in 2007 for inventions, was 6,066,
up by 1,926 (about 50%) compared to the year
before. Of the total number of applications filed,
5,888 were patent applications for inventions (ap-
prox. 97% of the total number of applications), that
is 1,937 (about 37%) applications more than the
year before. The number of petty patent applica-
tions filed was 158 (around 3% of the total number
of applications filed), which was 31 applications or

18% less than the year before.

Patent and petty patent applications

Of the total number of patent applications, 462
were filed directly with the IPO, 54 were filed via
the PCT route, while 5,372 were filed via the Euro-
pean patent application system - extended to Ser-
bia. The number of petty patent applications filed
directly with the IPO was 158.

Of the total number of patent applications filed, lo-
cal applicants account for 406, representing about
6% of the total number of patent applications filed.
Foreign applicants filed 5,482 patent applications,
accounting for 94% of the total number of patent
applications filed. Compared to the year before,
the number of domestic applicants was less by 26,

or 6%.

The number of domestic PCT applications filed
with the IPO as the receiving office was 20.The IPO
processed all of them and forwarded them to the

International Bureau of WIPO.

In 2007, the Patent Sector finalized the procedure

for 20,215 different enactments and submissions.

Other activities

During the course of 2007, the Sector staff held
several lectures on patents and took part in several
seminars in the country, while many of them com-
pleted professional training courses abroad, in co-
operation with the European Patent Office, within
the framework of the CARDS National Project. The
officers in the Sector also took part in some of
the meetings of the EPO Administrative Council,
the EPO Patent Law Committee, and the Working
Group on the Reform of the PCT, as well as taking
part, for the first time, in the work of the Expert
Committee on International Patent Classification.

In 2007, the Patent Sector performed a broad range
of tasks within the framework of professional assis-
tance to the Government of the Republic of Serbia
in the field of intellectual property protection, dur-
ing the negotiations with the European Union and

the World Trade Organization, respectively.

SECTOR FOR DISTINCTIVE SIGNS

The Sector for Distinctive Signs consists of the fol-
lowing organizational units: Trademark Depart-
ment, International Trademark Department, and
the Industrial Designs and Geographical Indica-

tions Group. In 2007, the Sector had 20 employees.

Total number of applications filed for distinctive
signs

In 2007, there were 9,059 applications filed for
distinctive signs in Serbia: 8,880 trademark appli-
cations, 164 industrial design applications, and 6

applications for geographical indications.

Trademark applications

Of the total of 8,889 trademark applications filed
in 2007, 6,777 account for applications filed by for-
eign applicants (5,754 on the basis of the Madrid
Agreement Concerning the International Regis-
tration of Trademarks and the Madrid Protocol),
while 2,112 account for those filed by domestic
applicants. As compared to 2006, the number of
applications filed by foreign applicants increased
by 6.52%, the number of those filed by local ap-
plicants going up by 13.49%.

The greatest number of trademarks filed directly
in the Office in 2007 comes from USA-327, Croa-
tia -82, Germany -77, Japan -46, France -37, Bosnia
and Herzegovina -9 and Great Britain -19.

During the course of 2007, procedures were final-
ized for 3,125 trademark applications that had
been filed directly with the IPO. The IPO registered
2,102 trademarks, and issued 431 decisions on re-
fusal, 57 decisions on partial adoption, 178 proce-
dural orders on rejecting the applications, and 414
decisions on discontinuing the procedure due to

withdrawal.

Within the framework of the examination of the
applications, the responsible officers produced
994 formal examination reports, 764 similarity
examination reports, 423 reports on eligibility for
granting protection, and 2,589 procedural orders

on paying the fees for the grant of a trademark.

The procedure for checking the eligibility of in-
ternational trademark applications for the grant
of trademarks involved 5,567 applications, while
5,322 applications were examined for similarity.
592 interim decisions on refusal of the grant of a
trademark were forwarded to the World Intellec-
tual Property Organization on the basis of the ex-
amination performed, while 423 international ap-
plications were decided in the proceedings based
on the interim decisions on refusing the grant,

adopted over the previous years.

At the request of the applicants, the Sector per-
formed 1,636 search reports, independent of the
trademark application examination. It also issued
332 decisions on recording assignments and li-
censes, 240 decisions on recording changes in the
name and address of the applicant of a trademark
application, 1,972 trademark certificates and 430
certificates and records regarding national trade-
marks.

In 2007, procedures were completed for 14 re-

The procedure based on 31 requests for annull-
ment of trademarks due to non-use was finalized

by adopting 22 requests, and dismissing 9.

The Trademark Department issued 59 statements
in response to the actions in administrative proce-
dure heard by the Supreme Court of Serbia filed in
connection with the decisions rendered by the IPO
on the basis of its procedure for decided trademark
applications and requests for the revocation and

annullment of trademarks.

In addition to implementing the procedure for
trademark applications, the experts in the Trade-
mark Department and the International Trademark
Department held a series of lectures in the field of
trademark protection. Several interviews were also
given for different dailies and weeklies, as well as

TV and radio stations.

The experts in the Trademark Department and the
International Trademark Sector took part in the
meetings held by the WIPO Standing Committee
on the Law of Trademarks, Industrial Designs and
Geographical Indications, the WIPO ad hoc Work-
ing Group on the Legal Development of the Ma-
drid System, and the WIPO Committee of Experts

on the revision of the Nice Agreement.

Industrial design applications

Of the total number of 552 industrial design ap-
plications filed in 2007, 388 applications were filed
by foreign applicants under the Hague Agreement
Concerning the International Registration of In-
dustrial Designs, while 164 applications were filed
directly with the IPO by domestic and foreign ap-
plicants (of which 30 were multiple applications,
making a total of 264 industrial designs). Com-
pared to 2006, the number of applications filed
directly with the IPO in 2007, was less by 11 (6.3%).
The number of applications filed under the Hague
Agreement was 388, which was by 86 less than in
2006 (22.16%).

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INFORMATION SERVICES SECTOR

As specified in the Regulations on the Internal Or-
ganization and Job Plan for the Intellectual Prop-
erty Office which has been applied since 2007, the
Information Technology (IT) Sector comprises the
following organizational units: Patent Documenta-
tion Department; Information Dissemination De-
partment; IT System Department; Department for
the Publication of Patent Applications and Regis-
tered Industrial Property Rights.

Patent Documentation Department

The Patent Documentation Department is respon-
sible for the IPO patent documents collection
which includes the YU-RS collection of primary
patent documents, a collection of foreign IPO pat-
ent documents, as well as a collection of secondary
patent documents. In addition to its patent docu-
ments, the Department also has a library with non-

patent and other professional literature.

In the IPO library, which is open for the public, the
officers of the Department provide information
about the possibilities and methods for protecting
inventions, in addition to presenting patent docu-
ments and providing information about patented
inventions. Since 2007, the Department has also
provided the facilities for searching the domestic

trademarks database.

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In 2007, the YU-RS patent documents collection
was extended by 993 published patent applica-
tions and 307 patent documents, of which 212 re-

late to patents and 95 to petty patent.

Last year, the Department started scanning patent
documents, more precisely, the scanning of pub-
lished patent applications, patent documents and
petty patent documents. All patent documents
that had been published in seven Intellectual
Property Gazettes were scanned (1 from 2006, and
6 from 2007) making altogether 1,058 documents,
totaling 54,416 pages. As a result of the scanning
facility, this was the first year that patent docu-
ments of the Republic of Serbia were published in
the electronic form and exchanged as such with

foreign patent offices.

In 2007, the Department sent printed domestic
patent documents to 19 countries, namely to: GB,
AT, CZ, DK, EG, FR, HU, DE, PL, KR, USA, CH, UA, BG,
CN, BY, RU and AM. Last year marked the establish-
ment of exchange of patent documents with the
State Intellectual Property Office of the Peoples Re-
public of China and we have renewed the sending
of domestic patent documents to Rospatent. The
National Library of Serbia was supplied with 80 CDs
with 8,377 patent documents. As regards foreign
patent documents, the only ones to arrive in paper

form in 2007 were patent documents from Poland.

During the course of 2007, the IPO received pat-
ent, trademark, and utility model bulletins on pa-
per from 9 countries, while receiving CDs with the
same data from 8 countries and WIPO. The IPO also
received 12 annual reports on the activities of for-

eign intellectual property offices.

In2007, the Department responded to 886 requests
for submitting patent documents and performing
search. Of that number, 254 requests were filed by
patent engineers from the IPO, and 625 by clients

IT System Department

The year 2007 marked the continuation and final-
ization of the activities under the CARDS National
Project for technical assistance for the IPO. Since
the Project mainly depended on the activities un-
dertaken to change the IT structure of the IPO, the
majority of the tasks performed by the IT System
Department depended directly on the implemen-

tation of the Project.

In this respect, a new, modern server farm concept
has been introduced under the CARDS National
Project supporting every aspect planned under
the Project. The capacity of the IPO network has
beenimproved to 1 GB which is 10 times the speed
of the former network. The number of network
connections in the offices has been increased, in-
cluding the installation of new, high quality active
network equipment (CISCO). All computers have

been provided with licensed software.

In addition to 9 servers, the Department net-
worked also 111 workstations. All workstations
have similar technical characteristics — the majori-
ty of them are equipped with 1 GB RAM, all having
1GB network cards, while 40 workstations have

TFT monitors.

During the course of the implementation of the
CARDS Project in 2007, a decision was taken to
introduce the WIPO IPAS programme for patent
administration, which had already been used by

the IPO for trademark administration purposes. In

of tasks had to be carried out on pre-formatting
and pre-systematizing, including the transfer of all
bibliographic data from the local data base to the
Oracle data base used by the IPAS programme. The
operation was successfully carried out for patent
applications that had been filed over the 17 years
before that, and for petty patents registered over
the preceding 10 year-period. All the employees
in the Patent Sector and the Register Department
have the IPAS programme and the Oracle data

base installed on their computers.

The IPO web page was changed in 2007 under the
CARDS Project, to http://www.yupat.gov.yu. The
database containing the published national patent
documents currently contains data about patent
applications, registered patents, published petty
patents in the Intellectual Property Gazettes from
No. 6 in 2006 to No. 6 in 2007 (7 issues altogether).
The data from this database have been submitted
to the European Patent Office and they are avail-

able for search in the EPO esp@cenet database.

Thanks to the funds under the CARDS National
Project, the Department purchased 20 computers
in 2007, including the equipment for scanning pat-
ent documents i.e. 4 HP DX 2200 workstations and
2 Fujitsu FI-5750c scanners, as well as 4 network
multifunctional A4 format printers and 1 multi-
functional A3 format printer. The funds of the IPO

were used to supply 5 computers and 22 printers.

The experts of the Department took part in two
meetings of the WIPO Working Group on the Digi-
tal Access Service for Priority Documents, as well
as in an EPO workshop on electronic publications.
Two employees visited the Industrial Property Of-
fice of Macedonia, discussing the possibility for
using IPAS for working on patent and petty patent

The Department for the Publication of Patent
Applications and Registered Industrial Property
Rights is responsible for the prepress and the
printing of the regular IPO paper and e-form pub-
lications, as well as other printing operations for

the requirements of the Office.

The regular IPO publications are: The IPO official
gazette “The Intellectual Property Gazette’, a bi-
monthly; Patent documents comprising: patent
documents, petty patent documents and certifi-
cates of granted rights; International Patent Classi-
fication, the Serbian translation of which has been

regularly updated.

All of the six issues of the IPO Intellectual Property
Gazette were published in 2007, including the Ga-
zette issue No. 6 from 2006, thanks to which the
publishing of this official gazette of the IPO has
been updated. Also, we have completed the cor-
responding number of issues in the digital form
on CDs. With the sixth number of the Gazette for
2007, we have also published the EPO extended
applications contained in four volumes. We have
also printed 338 patent specifications which keeps
up to date our publications of patent specifica-
tions, and certificates on granted rights and the
granted patents are published in the current issue
of the Gazette.

IPO’s income based on the Law on the Ratification
of the Agreement between the Federal Govern-
ment of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and
the European Patent Organization concerning the
cooperation in the field of patents amounted to
31,940,867 dinars in 2007, plus the unused funds
from 2006 amounting to 6,465,810 dinars.

IPO funds financed from the budget

In 2007, the IPO received 78,061,000 dinars from
the budget of the Republic of Serbia for financing
its core functions. The funds were earmarked by

the Budget Law.

Of the total expenditures which amounted to
90,400,380.01 dinars, the amount of 71,257,557.52
dinars was spent from budget resources, and

19,142,822.49 from own income.

In 2007, the Copyright and Related Rights Depart-
ment took part in the work on the preparation of
the Draft of the Law Amending the Law on Copy-
right and Related Rights; it also cooperates and
supervises the operation of registered collective
management organizations for copyright and re-
lated rights - primarily by attending their general
meetings and meetings of the boards of directors.
Two supervisions were carried out of the operation
of OFPS, Collective Management Organizations for
the Rights of Phonogram Producers and two super-
visions of the operation of SOKOJ, Organization for
Music Copyright Protection. The representatives of
the Department realized cooperation with the fol-
lowing authorities: Ministry of Finance, Ministry of
Defense of Republic of Serbia, Ministry of Culture
of Republic of Serbia and the Republic Public Pros-
ecutor’s Office as well as the cooperation with the
Municipal Court in Nis and the Chamber of Com-

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The representatives of the IPO took part in the
work of some of the working bodies of WIPO in
2007 for the first time, even though these bodies
had existed for many years. Examples of this are:
Working Group on the Nice Agreement Concern-
ing the International Classification of Goods and
Services, the Working Group on the Revision of the
International Patent Classification, and the Com-
mittee of Experts of the Union on the International

Classification for Industrial Designs.

IPO’s representative, Acting Director Branka Totic
and the representatives of the Customs Adminis-
tration of the Republic of Serbia took part in the
proceedings of the Third WIPO Global Congress
Combating Counterfeiting and Piracy, January
2007 in Geneva. She also took part in the WIPO
Regional Conference on planning the strategy of
intellectual property for countries in transition, in
July 2007 in Moscow, as well as at the WIPO Inter-
national Seminar on the Strategic Use of Intellectu-
al Property for Economic and Social Development,
held in November 2007 in Ljubljana, where she

presented her paper.

The representative of Serbia took part in the work
of the WIPO Inter-Regional Forum on Leveraging
Intellectual Property for Knowledge-Based De-
velopment and National Wealth Creation, held in
New Delhi in November 2007. Just like every year,
a 3-member delegation of the Republic of Serbia,
including 2 representatives of the IPO, took part in
the proceedings of the 43rd series of meetings of
the governing Bodies of WIPO in Geneva, in the pe-
riod from September 24 to October 3, 2007.

In 2007, the IPO received approval from WIPO for
translating into Serbian and publishing 4 WIPO
publications from the series “Intellectual Property
for Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises”: Mak-
ing a Mark, Looking Good, Inventing the Future
and Creative Expression.

Accession to the World Trade Organization

The representatives of the IPO took partin the ne-
gotiations of the Working Group on the Accession
of the Republic of Serbia to the World Trade Orga-
nization. At the 4th meeting of this Group, the IPO
was represented by Miodrag Markovic, Assistant

Director.

Cooperation with the European Patent
Organization

During the course of the past year, the IPO had a
very active cooperation with the European Patent
Organization. IPO representatives attended the
109th, 110th, 111th, and 112th meetings of the
Administrative Council of the EPO as observers, as
well as the proceedings of the EPO Committee on
Patent Law, and the PATLIB Conference on Patent

Documentation.

Within the framework of its bilateral cooperation
with the IPO, the EPO financed the acquisition a
three-year Microsoft software license in the value
of EUR 6,635.46, needed for the operation of the
new information system of the IPO. Also, the EPO
settled the expenses for 11 IPO experts who at-
tended the seminars held within the framework of
the European Patent Academy.

The European Patent Office as the implement-
ing agency for the CARDS 2004 National Project
of Technical Assistance for the IPO of the Repub-
lic of Serbia, which was financed by the EU, is the
most meritorious for the successful implementa-
tion of the activities planned under the Project.
In addition to upgrading the IT structure of the
Office, digitizing the data bases, strengthening
the human resources, improving the security sys-
tem, installing an electronic switchboard, mod-

Bilateral cooperation

In 2007, bilateral cooperation of the Office mainly
involved scholarships donated by the governments
of developed countries for advanced training of
the IPO experts at intellectual property institutions
of these countries, and meetings between the rep-
resentatives of the IPO and their counterparts from
foreign IPOs at international gatherings at WIPO or
the EPO.

USA

The Agreement on the Financing of the Project
for Operational and Organization Technical Assis-
tance for the IPO of the Republic of Serbia signed
on September 13, 2006 by the representative of
the Government of the United States of America
and the IPO Director, provides for assisting the IPO
in developing functions that surpass the compe-
tences of a classical management body, relating to
education and training in the field of intellectual
property, encouragement of innovations, encour-
agement of economic exploitation of innovations,
as well as the creation of a model of the IPO as a fi-
nancially self-sustainable institution. The company
selected as the Project implementer on the basis
of a tender announced in the first half of 2007, was
Nathan Associates Inc.
