necessary and important to respect and appreciate
other people’s intellectual work. Japan is a country
where children are taught the basics of intellectual
property in elementary school, and that is an example
that should be followed.

The Annual Report for 2019 presented by the European
Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) published
under the title “Intellectual Property and Youth”, shows
that the number of young people with a negative
attitude concerning counterfeiting and piracy is steadily
increasing. In 2016, 48% of young people viewed these
phenomena negatively, and in 2019, that percentage
has risen to 56%.

Through education, young people should be taught
what rights are recognized by the laws in the field of
intellectual property and why this is important for
their future. Intellectual property helps the creator to
live his life with dignity and represents the basis of his
existential support. In my opinion, each young person
should be aware of that.

Intellectual property theft - embodied in piracy and
counterfeiting - harms the society and the state, it
weakens the country’s economy, but also the collective
spirit of the people. We need to contemplate the problem,
society needs to reach a clear attitude about it, to
unequivocally condemn such behavior and accordingly
to raise the youth in such a manner. Copying books that
happens daily in our photocopy shops is not an example
of acceptable social behavior. | emphasize that the
problem is not with the young people who copy those
books, but in our collective spirit which, unfortunately,
still looks at such phenomena indifferently without
condemnation. On the other hand, we must not give
in to the prejudice that intellectual property rights are
not respected in Serbia at all, because that is simply not
the truth. An entire segment of our economy, which we
call creative industries, is based entirely on intellectual
property, and this would not have been possible if
Serbia had neglected to protect intellectual property
rights in a consistent, modern and efficient manner.

What are we doing about intellectual property for our
young entrepreneurs?

For many years, the Intellectual Property Office has had
intensive and fruitful cooperation with universities and
institutes throughout Serbia, where we give lectures to
students on intellectual property, and primarily on patent
law. | shall list some of them: the Faculty of Mechanical
Engineering in Belgrade, the Faculty of Pharmacy in
Belgrade, the Faculty of Technical Sciences in Cadak,

Faculty of Technology in Belgrade and so on. Concerning
the expert seminars we organize, the largest number
of participants are young people, representatives of
universities and institutes, i.e. our scientific community.

The young people in Serbia have many creative ideas,
as witnessed by their numerous applications for various
financial support programs for innovations that have
been implemented in the Republic of Serbia in the
previous years.

The Intellectual Property Office has been providing
support to young teams through trainings and
consultations conducted within the framework of the
Swiss project “Technopark 2” and the “Raising Starts”
program of the Science Technology Park Belgrade.

On the occasion of the World Intellectual Property
Day, 26 April 2022, we organized an event dedicated
to young innovators and their inventions. During
the event, innovations that received grants from the
Innovation Fund of the Republic of Serbia, the Science
and Technology Park Belgrade, the “Best Technological
Innovation” competition and the “Star Tech” program
implemented by NALED, were presented.

In cooperation with the World Intellectual Property
Organization and the Science Technology Park
Belgrade, during 2022, the Office prepared an
intellectual property guide, titled “Enterprising Ideas -
Guide on Intellectual Property for Startups”. The idea
behind the aforementioned publication was to bring
closer to young people intellectual property and its
importance in protecting inventions.

| would also like to mention the significance of creative
industries for our country, as well as the role of young
people in their development and progress.

Creative industries are, to put it concisely, industries
that rely on intellectual property: music industry, film
industry, book and magazine publishing, IT industry
and so on. Young people, aged 25-44, represent 67%
of all employees in the creative industries. More than
half of them have university degrees, while the national
economy average is 23%. Each young person who
seeks his future in the IT sector should be aware that
in actual fact, he would make his living from intellectual

property.

One of the most important, if not the most important
condition for the development of our creative industries,
is a well-written and modern Law on Copyright and
Related Rights. Copyright is the backbone of the creative

industries, and in the creative industries, as | have
pointed out previously, the workforce consists mostly of
young people. That is why, among other things, this law
must be approached with utmost care.

In the course of the previous year, the Working Group for
drafting the law in the field of copyright has prepared a
new Law on Copyright and Related Rights, which we
expect to be adopted in 2023.

Above all, the Law regulates in detail and exhaustively
the system of collective management of copyright
and related rights, which is of great importance for
our country. For thousands of authors and holders of
related rights in our country, the system of successful
collective administration of copyright and related rights
represents their main source of income. Wherever
music, films, performances, etc. are utilized, no matter
the form they are in, we must never lose sight of the fact
that it is someone’s property, that someone invested
work, talent, time and money in that, and that therefore
it must be paid for. There is no free lunch anywhere
in the world. What is the purpose of intellectual
property, academic work, seminars, and international
cooperation, if at the end of the day creative people do
not live better of intellectual property? That is what we
find important.

Finally, as always, | would like to thank all my colleagues
who invested their work and ensured that the Office
may close this year - 2022 with excellent work results
once more!

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In the Patent Sector, in 2022, administrative procedure
was completed for 1319 applications, including 160
decisions passed in the procedures for the grant of
patent, 89 decisions in the procedures following petty
grant applications, 9 decisions concerning requests
for the grant of petty patent applications, 9 decisions
concerning requests for the grant of supplementary
protection certificates and 1061 European patents were
entered in the Patent Register.

In comparison to December 2021, when 373 patent
applications were listed, in December 2022, 376 patent
applications were pending, which means that the
backlog was increased by 0.8%. There were 30 petty
patent applications in December 2021, while there
were 21 petty patent applications in December 2022,
which decreased the backlog by 30%. There were 30
supplementary patent certificates in December 2022
and there were 31 files pending in December 2022.
In December 2021 there were 75 European patents
pending, and in December 2022 there were 45 files,
which means that the backlog was reduced by 40%.

In the course of 2022, in the Patent Sector, 35
commercial reports have been elaborated on the state
of the art search, which is an increase of 106% in
comparison to 2021. Also, patent examiners translated
a total of 64 abstracts published in the IP Gazette with
patent applications.

In the course of 2022, 148 national patent applications
were filed, which is 5% less in comparison to 2021. A
total of 77 petty patent applications were filed, which is
35.5% less in comparison to 2021. Also, 1046 requests
were filed for the entry of the European patents in
the Register of Patents, which is 28% less than in the
previous year. In the course of 2022, 21 international
patent applications were filed to the Office as the
receiving office through the Patent Cooperation Treaty.
In comparison to 2021, 31.2% more applications were
filed in the IPO.

By using electronic services of filing applications in
2022, 99.52% requests for the entry of European
Patents were filed electronically, 34.33% of patent
applications and 61.04% of petty patent applications
were filed this way.

Patent experts in the course of 2022 translated from
English into Serbian the International Patent Classi-
fication (IPC 2023.01) in order to enable the users of the
services of the Office the access to new technologies
through the patent documentation search.

According of the Strategy of Development of the
Artificial Intelligence in the Republic of Serbia for the
period 2020-2025, the Office keeps the record of patent
applications referring to the artificial intelligence. In the
course of 2022, 4 patent applications were filed from
the field of artificial intelligence (Al), and since 2017, a
total of 32 applications were filed in the Office in the
field of Artificial Intelligence (Al).

When it concerns the kinds of goods and services in the
applications, in the course of 2022, the largest number of
national trademarks has been filed for the services from the
class 35, referring, among other things, to the services of
the transport of goods, advertising, business management
— 660 applications; goods from the class 5 which includes
in particular pharmaceutical and veterinary preparations,
preparations for termination of pests, fungicides, herbicides,
sanitary preparations and disinfectants — 639 applications;
services from the class 41, including in particular services
of education, entertainment, sport and cultural activities —
401 applications; for goods from class 9, including various
scientific, research, navigation, geodetic, photographic,
audiovisual, optical and other apparatus and instruments,
as well as equipment for the processing of data, computers,
software — 277 applications; for the food products from
class 30, including coffee, cacao, tea, bread, products made
of wheat, bakery, confectionery products, spices — 261
applications; for goods from class 16, referring to printed
matter, books, packages, office material — 254 applications
and for the services from class 42, referring predominantly
to services of scientific laboratories, engineering services,
services of computer programing, architecture and interior
decoration — 236 applications.

In 2022, 6577 trademarks were registered, including
4496 on the basis of applications filed through the
Madrid system, and 2081 on the basis of trademark
applications filed directly in the Office, which implies that
in relation to the previous 2021, when 6419 trademarks
were registered, in 2022, 158 more trademarks were
registered (2,56%71).

In 2022, procedure has been finalized for 2475
trademark applications filed directly in the Office and
procedure for 4635 international trademark applications
has been finalized.

On the December 31, 2022, in the Republic of Serbiga,

107,676 international trademark registrations under
the Madrid system were in force.

In 2020, the new Law on Trademarks entered into
force, which introduces for the first time in the domestic
legislation the institute of opposition to the trademark
application. In the course of 2022, 53 oppositions were
filed, as well as 49 legal disputes against final decisions
of the Office in the field of domestic trademarks.

Other activities

In the procedure of examining conditions for the grant
of international trademarks, in the course of 2022,
4243 applications were examined. On the basis of the
performed examination, the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO) has been delivered 218 temporary
refusals of the international trademark applications,
and after the conducted procedure, 109 decisions were
passed and 4635 final decisions. In addition,in 2022, 149
certificates were issued on the grant of the international
trademarks. Domestic natural and legal persons filed
186 applications for the international registration of
trademarks based on domestic trademark applications
and registered trademarks, as well as 19 requests for
the territorial extension of international trademarks.

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in 2022, 21 procedures were finalized including 15
decisions on the adoption of termination request due
to non-use, two decisions for the refusal of request
for the termination due to non-use, one decision for
the adoption of proposal for the annulment and three
procedures were finalized due to suspension.

In addition to the mentioned, in the course of 2022,
1496 figurative elements from trademark applications
filed directly in the Office were classified according to
the Vienna Agreement Establishing an International
Classification of the Figurative Elements of Marks
and 2091 trademark certificates were issued as the
regular task in the Trademark Department. The Office
examined 2300 applications of domestic trademarks,
issued 2205 conclusions for the payment of fees for
trademark registration, 312 formal examination results,
173 substantive examination results of eligibility
for protection and 284 results of the examination
of similarity in the procedures concerning domestic
trademark applications. 429 searches were made
following the requests of the clients for the search of
databases of domestic and international trademarks.

In the Trademark Department, 29 procedures reached
final decisions according to the requests for invalidation
due to non-use and proposals for cancellation of
domestic trademarks, three decisions were reached on
the refusal of request for the invalidation due to non-
use, four decisions on the cancellation, two decisions on
the refusal of proposal for the cancellation of trademark
and 13 decisions were passed adopting the request for
the invalidation of trademark due to non-use.

A translation into Serbian of the amendments of the
12th edition of the Nice Classification was made, in
particular, the titles of classes (Short List) with the
explanations — the version for 2023, with the aim of
annually updating the Serbian version ,Madrid Goods
and Services Manager” (MGS) on the website of the
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO).

In the course of the previous year, in the framework of
the cooperation with the European Union Intellectual
Property Office, with the aim of harmonization of the
EU member states practice in the field of trademarks,
the principles of Common Practice under a title CP4 —
“Scope of Protection of Black and White Trademarks”
were translated and included into Methodology of
procedure in the Intellectual Property Office in all the
procedures for the grant of trademarks, and in all the
procedures concerning registered trademarks that can
be found on the site of the IPO.

Bearing in mind the possibility of filing request for the
protection of more designs by one application (multiple
application), 142 industrial designs were filed. The
number of filed industrial designs is less for 31 industrial

designs (17.9%1) in comparison to the previous year.

By the route of the Hague Agreement, 191 design
applications were filed which represents a decrease of
34 applications (15%1) in comparison to 2021.

The structure of number of industrial design applications
filed directly in the Office between the domestic and
foreign applicants in the course of 2022 shows a much
greater percentage of the applications of domestic
applicants. From the total number of applications, the
domestic applicants filed 76 (76.8%) applications and
foreign applicants filed 23 (23.2%) industrial design
applications. In the structure of industrial design
applications submitted directly to the Office by foreign
applicants, there are eight applications from Japan, five
applications from Spain, three applications from Italy
and two applications each from the USA and Finland.
Applicants with one application follow from Russia,
China and Switzerland.

The representative of the Intellectual Property Office
participated at the Regional symposium on the
indications of geographical origin, held in November
24-25, 2022 in Antalya in the Republic of Turkey.
The organizers of the symposium were the World
Intellectual Property Organization, the Patent and
Trademark Office of the Republic of Turkey, the National
Center for Intellectual Property of Georgia and the
Agency for Intellectual Property of the Republic of
Azerbaijan. In the course of the symposium, it has been
concluded that, in the conditions of crisis influencing all
the national economies, the innovations and creativity
remained strong, and the products with a protected
geographical origin have a strong potential with re-
gard to the influence on the economic progress of
every country. Products with a protected geographical
origin are distinguished based on that origin, having
higher market value, and very often, the prices of such
products are twice the amount of the products that
have no protected geographical origin. The consumers

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keep on dedicating more attention to products with the
protected geographical origin, and according to the
reports of the European Commission, the sale of these
products, starting from 2010, has risen by 42%. Due to
the mentioned reasons, the indications of geographical
origin are among the key driving forces of economic
and social development everywhere in the world,
because they create new working places on the local
level, influence the preservation of tradition, culture and
products of home manufacture.

“Ironed sausage from Pirot” is the appellation of origin
for the fermented sausage produced exclusively on
the basis of beef, lamb and goat meet of the first and
second category. Product with the appellation of origin
“Ironed sausage from Pirot” is produced exclusively on
the territory of the cadaster municipality of Pirot and on
the edge areas of Knjazevac and Dimitrovgrad. “lroned
sausage from Pirot” has characteristic horseshoe
shape, and hot chatty pepper is added in the production
that belongs to the autochthonous sort with the name
“Puckava vezenka duga” giving the product special and
authentic characteristics. The traditional production of
the Ironed sausage from Pirot implies manual homo-
genization, stuffing filling in the beef small intestine,
specific manner of tying knots and using rope of natural
material, so that the sausage gets characteristic shape
of a horseshoe and the unique procedure of “ironing” in
the production process. The procedure of conservation
is done by drying without smoking, which makes this
product different and appealing by specific smell, look
and taste. Ironed sausage from Pirot is dried in the
cold air (draft), hanging on the wooden bars so that
the air circulates in the direction of ironed sides. As a
consequence of “ironing”, the ready-made product gets
characteristic shape of a horseshoe which has elliptical
shape on the cross-section. Because of the traditional
manner of production, it is made once a year. Drying/
getting ripe should begin with the first frost of the year,
which is expected in the middle of November or the
beginning of December.

“Honey from Rtanj” is poly floral honey got from the
bee carrying honey Apis mellifera carnica, by stationary
or moving kind of beekeeping. Melissopalynological
analysis established 96 identified types of pollen in the
honey, and the domineering one in the total share of the
pollen is made of various meadow grass plants, bushes
and trees from the edge of the meadows and/or from
the fruit orchards of extensive kind. It is characteristic
to notice the presence of the Sorbus kind of pollen:
Prunus, Malus, Pyrus, Crataegus, Sorbus (various stone

The color of the ,Honey from the mountain of Rtanj*
varies from the light ochre yellow to the light amber
and the taste develops from the moderate acid, over the
moderate or intensive sweet, often with the appearance
of mild bitter after-taste followed by the appearance
of dry and burning sensation in the throat. Depending
on the dominant plants bearing honey, the smell and
aroma of the ,Honey from Rtanj “represents harmonious
combination of plant, fruit and flower notes which can
be very subtle, hardly noticeable to moderately present.
The fragrance of the ,Honey from Rtanj “reminds of
the dried fruit, fermented and processed fruit, lightly
permeated with flower smells. The aroma of the ,Honey
from the mountain of Rtanj* is weak in durability and
in the course of consummation one notices warm notes
reminding of milky caramel and fried sugar, fresh and
fermented fruit and fresh flowers. ,Honey from Rtanj*
has moderate to extreme viscosity and in the process of
crystallization it makes crystals from moderately rough
to very rough.

The work on the Draft Law
on Copyright and Related Rights in 2022 was brought
to a close in the IPO. Along with the Draft Law, the
Office prepared the reasoning of the Draft Law as well
as the analysis of the effect of the regulations and other
accompanying material along with the Draft Law.

For the needs of the activities of the Working group for
the elaboration of the Draft Law, the following tasks
have been completed: search on the topic of the existing
rights of the producers of phonograms on the occasion
of the implant of phonograms into videograms, and
later during the exploitation of videograms; search
of the legal regulations of the European states where
the issues of phonograms have been defined (British,
Danish, French, German and Georgia legislations);
search of the manner of filing documents in the general
administrative procedure, consideration and translation
of the regulations of the German and Austrian law in
connection with the withdrawal of the license of the
collective management organization.

Analysis of effects has been elaborated for the Proposal
of Regulation on the Amendments of the Regulation
for the establishing of the list of technical devices and
objects for which there is an obligation to pay special
remuneration to the holders of copyright and related
rights.

Tasks referring to the issuing, renewal and
withdrawal of license for the collective
management organizations (CMO) for
administering copyright and related rights

The organization for the collective management of the
rights of performers — PI, had its license renewed for the
collective administration of the rights of the performers.
By the same decision, the Organization Pl was issued
license for yet another right, right for the additional
yearly remuneration from the producers of phonograms
from article 122b of the Law.

Procedures have been conducted according to the
requests of the Associations of authors — organizations
of the fine art work creators for the issuing of license for
the collective management of rights of fine art artists,
just like the procedure according to the request of the

Analysis has been performed referring to the request
of the Organization OORP for giving consent to the
proposal of the Tariff of remunerations for the lending
of copyright works issued in the printed form.

Tasks within the scope of supervision over
the work of the collective management
organizations for the copyright and
related rights

In the course of 2022, tasks of supervision over the
work of collective management organizations for the
copyright and related rights were performed with the
aim to establish whether the doing business of the
organizations is in compliance with the Law, with the
issued licenses and general acts of the organizations.

Checking has been performed (by searching on the
internet pages of all organizations), whether the
organizations inform duly and in detail their users,
members and other persons about the important
information regarding their work, as well as if they duly
publish on their Internet pages their general acts and
other documentation prescribed by article 181 and
182 of the Law on Copyright and Related Rights. The
established actual state was the subject of official notes,
and some organizations were invited to add to the
information and documentation established missing.

Analysis of annual reports and other documentation
sent to the Office has been performed for organizations

In the procedure of supervision over the work of
organizations in 2022, the Office issued orders for
the correction of established irregularities to the
organization OFPS: the decision of the Office from
September 13, 2022, issuing orders in connection with
the decisions of the Assembly on the exclusion of the
public from the sessions of the Assembly, and the
decision of the Office dated September 27th, 2022,
ordering measures regarding the distribution of fund for
cultural purposes by public advertisement.

In the course of 2022, the Office controlled doing business
of the organizations in connection with specific petitions
filed by the holders of right, members of the organization
or third persons. Specific attention was dedicated to the
organizations UFUS AFA ZASTITA and OORP and the
control of implementation of the distribution plan of these
organizations, as well as the control of doing business of
the youngest organization GOS.

In 2022, the representatives of the Office attended in great
number the sessions of the Assemblies, Administrative
Councils and Supervisory Boards of all organizations.

Other activities

Acting according to the requests of natural and legal
persons, the Office issued eight opinions about the
implementation of the provisions of the Law on
Copyright and Related Rights.

Participation at the meeting of the Coordination Body for
the efficient enforcement of intellectual property rights
on March 28,2022, and at the meeting on account of the
forthcoming IPA Il Project related to the enforcement of
IPR at the premises of Ministry of Internal and External
Trade on October 18, 2022. The meetings in the Office
concerning the mentioned project were held and written
comments on the goals of the project were given.

Data, information and texts have been analyzed in
the part with regard to copyright and related rights in
English for the sake of preparation for the uploading at
the new Internet presentation of the Office.

Representative of the Office participated at the
meetings of the working group for the elaboration of
the Draft Law on Film and Other Audiovisual Heritage.

A meeting has been held with the representatives of the
European Commission with regard to harmonization
with the Directive on the Intellectual Property Rights
Enforcement dated May 31, 2022. A Proposal has been
elaborated for the revision of the National program for
the implementation of the EU regulations in the part
referring to copyright and related rights.

It has been answered to the request of the Regulatory
Body for the electronic media, asking for information
on which collective management organizations for the
copyright or related rights licenses had been issued. Also,
inthe same request, information was requested on whose
certificates the applicants for the public advertisement
for the issuing of licenses for the offering of media
service of television broadcasting and services of radio
by terrestrial digital or analogue transmission, should be
forwarded to the Regulatory Body for electronic media.

Acting according to the request of the Republic
Secretariat for public policy, which makes calculation of
the administrative costs and effects of recommendations
forthe simplification of the administrative procedures, the
data has been gathered and the table RAP Frequency of
procedures has been dispatched to for 2021.

On November 16, 2022, an online meeting was
held with the representative of the State Intellectual
Property Office of Croatia, Mrs. Daniela Kustovic Kokot,

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In 2022, the Office issued 1,132 certificates and
confirmations regarding the data of which it keeps
official records in the Industrial Property Rights
Registers, issued 665 decisions on the termination of
patent/petty patent, and sent 1,175 invitations for the
payment of fees for the maintenance, extending the
validity of rights. During 2022, the office renewed 74
entries in the Register of Representatives.

In addition, in reporting period, the Office passed 16
decisions on limiting the list of goods and services for
trademarks; and for 16 patents, it passed decisions on
the re-establishment of rights. Out of 22,361 dispatched
decisions, the Office, through the system of electronic
dispatch, dispatched 3,740 decisions to the users of the
service e-Box in the form of electronic documents.

On
the contrary, the majority of the international seminars
was still organized exclusively in the virtual format.

In 2022, the delegation of the Office participated in
the work of the regular annual session of the General
Assembly of the WIPO, which was organized for the
first time in the month of July. On that occasion, the
Director of the Office informed the participants of the
meeting of the achievements of the Intellectual Property
Office of the Republic of Serbia in the period between
two sessions, in particular about those realized in
cooperation with the WIPO.

Bearing in mind that all
these events were organized online, a large number of
interested persons had the opportunity to follow them
and actively participate.

With regard to activities of Bilateral Cooperation Plan
with the WIPO, the work on the Project on Intellectual
Property Strategies and Innovation Eco-System has
been continued. This project, where domestic team of
experts has been engaged, headed by the professor
Branko Radulovi¢, deals with the estimation of the
national innovation system and development of
practical tools, metrics and procedures for the follow
up of innovation goals. The results of this Project shall
be important for the elaboration of the new Intellectual
Property Strategy.

In the month of March, the WIPO webinar on the resale
rights was held, in particular referring to the right of
the author of the work of the fine art to remuneration
in the case of resale of his work. On this occasion, in
addition to the foreign experts, the representative of the
Office held a lecture on the national legal framework
of the resale rights. In September, in the Chamber of
Commerce of Serbia, exceptionally successful regional
seminar on video games was organized in the hybrid
format, where a significant number of foreign and
domestic experts from this industry, agents, as well as
a representative from the IPO, participated. This young
industry has been intensively developing in the recent
years, in particular in our region. In the framework of
the Bilateral Cooperation Plan, in the WIPO Magazine
no.3 from the month of September, an article of the
IPO Director was published, dealing with the Kilim from
Pirot, registered indication of geographical origin.

The traditional International Conference on innovations
and intellectual property — Tesla Fest was held in
October in Novi Sad. At the Conference, just like in the
previous years, the representative of the IPO presented
the lecture and WIPO medal for the best inventor was
awarded.

At the celebration of the 102nd anniversary of the
Intellectual Property Office, on November 15th, 2022,
five WIPO awards were presented, just like in the
previous years, in particular: for the best inventor,
for the legal person for the best registered industrial
design, for the author of monograph work in the
domain of social and humanistic sciences, for the pupil
of the secondary school for the best invention and for

One more
WIPO award was presented for the first time in 2022, in
the framework of the manifestation “Flower of Success
for Dragon Woman”, which was jointly organized, on
November 9, 2022, by the Association of the Business
Women and the Intellectual Property Office. The award
was presented to the woman entrepreneur who, thanks
to the implementation of intellectual property rights,
realized the greatest success in doing business.

In the Office, the cooperation activities with the WIPO,
lasting for many years, were continued, just like the
translation into the Serbian language of the new
version of the International Patent Classification and the
translation of amendments of the Nice Classification of
Goods and Services. The cooperation was also continued
in the framework of the two bilateral agreements on
cooperation between the WIPO and the IPO of the
Republic of Serbia: “Cooperation Treaty in the Business
System Development” and the “Cooperation Treaty in
the Promotion of Alternative Disputes Resolution in the
Field of Intellectual Property”. In the framework of the
firsttreaty, work has been continued on the improvement
of the electronic systems of the IPO, while in the
framework of the second one, cooperation has been
continued with regard to the trainings and promotion
of mediation in the field of intellectual property. At
the beginning of November, as the continuation of
the virtual workshop, held in 2021, an exceptionally
successful WIPO workshop on mediation was held in
Belgrade, where mediators from the List of the Office
and the competent judges — mediators participated. As
a lecturer from the WIPO, in 2022, Mr. Mladen Vukmir,
renowned international expert and mediator was
engaged. In the domain of mediation, cooperation has
also been continued, as planned in the Cooperation
Agreement, , dealing with the implementation of
mediation in the field of intellectual property, signed
in June 2020, with the courts competent for disputes
in the field of intellectual property and with mediators
from the List of the Intellectual Property Office of the
Republic of Serbia.

In 2022, the representatives of the Office participated
at the high-level meeting with the Executive Director
of EUIPO during the WIPO General Assembly in July,
at several meetings for the exchange of experience
and practice in the domain of trademarks, designs and
cooperation, Conference on the IPR practice as well as at
several webinars in the field of trademarks and designs.

In the framework of the project “Seconded National
Experts”, lasting for two years, where the national
experts work in the EUIPO, two employees of the IPO
continued working at the tasks in the European Union
Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO).

Study visits to the Office

The delegation consisting of eight members of the
Ministry of Finances of Montenegro, Intellectual Property
Directorate, headed by Jasna Vujovié, Director General
of the Directorate for the Internal Market paid a study
visit to the Office in the period May 19-20, 2022. During
the study visit lasting for two days, the colleagues from
Montenegro learned about the experiences of the Office
when working on the tasks regarding various intellectual
property rights, promotion of intellectual property rights
and services that the IPO offers to its customers.

Other activities

As far as other activities of cooperation are concerned,
the Office continued successful implementation of
the Principles of Common EU Practice in the field of
trademarks, by the implementation of principle CP9
under the title “Distinctiveness of the three dimensional
trademarks (trademark made of shapes) which contain
verbal and/or figurative elements when the shape
as such is not distinctive enough” and Principle (CP4)
“Scope of protection of black and white signs”. Both
principles have been translated into Serbion and
inserted in the Methodology of procedures in the IPO
in the trademark grant procedures and registered
trademarks procedures.

In the framework of the cooperation based on the
Central Europe Free Trade Agreement (CEFTA), the
representatives of the Office participated in the
elaboration of the Draft of the decision on trade related
aspects of the intellectual property rights of the Joint
Committee of CEFTA. Technical workshop, organized on
December 7 and 8 in Brussels by the EUIPO and CEFTA
secretariat, where the representatives of the Office
participated, was dedicated to the consideration of the
Draft of the mentioned decision. The representatives
of the Office have also participated, by forwarding
necessary information and comments to the CEFTA
Secretariat, in the elaboration of the draft report
“Intellectual Property and Related Rights in the CEFTA
Framework”.

In the framework of the bilateral cooperation of the
IPO with the institutions of other countries, special
importance belongs to the cooperation with the Chinese
National Intellectual Property Administration (CNIPA),
both bilaterally and in the framework of the Belt and
Road initiative. In the framework of this initiative the
IPO was informed in February that for the sake of
improving and intensifying cooperation, a website has
been established “Belt and Road”, while in the month
of October the employees of the Office were invited to
participate in the online training on intellectual property.

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In addition to the mentioned trainings, the employees of
the IPO that were engaged in the tasks on copyright law
protection, participated at the two regional meetings
about the collective management organizations
(CMO) protecting the rights of authors in Slovenia,
Regional Workshop on Audiovisual Performers and
the EU Directive on Copyright, as well as the meeting
of Collective Management Organizations, associations
and alliances in the area of South Europe.

In the framework of activities referring to the accession
of the Republic of Serbia to the European Union, the
Office, like in the previous years, headed activities
referring to the negotiating Chapter 7 — Intellectual
Property Rights, through the preparation of proposals of
the IP Negotiation Group for the European Commission
Annual Report for 2022 dealing with the progress of
Serbia. The representatives of the Office participated
at the meeting of the Sub-board for the internal market
and competition held on March 16, 2022, as well as
at the meeting with the European Commission on
May 31, 2022. The IPO prepared a quarterly report
for the Ministry for European Integrations about the
enforcement of measures and activities envisaged by
the National Program for the Adoption of the EU Acquis
2022-2025 (NPAA).

Special Working Group for the preparation of text of the
Draft Law on Copyright and Related Rights worked on
the Draft Law on Copyright and Related Rights for the
sake of harmonization with the EU Directive 2012/28/
EU of the European Parliament and Council about
certain permitted form of using orphan works and the
Directive 2014/26/EU about the collective management
organizations and multi-territorial licensing of rights
on musical works for online utilization on the internal
market. The composition of Special Working Group
was consisted of the representatives of the Ministry of
Economy, the Intellectual Property Office, the Ministry
of Justice, the Chamber of Commerce of Serbia, the
National Library of Serbia and the representatives of
the civil society.

With the support of the Twinning Project — IPA 2016
“Protection and Enforcement of Intellectual Property
in the Republic of Serbia”, three workshops were
held. At the workshop held on March 24, 2022, in the
Intellectual Property Office, the experts of the Twinning
Project presented a test version of the Platform for the
exchange of data between the bodies for intellectual
property rights enforcement using the Platform, while

Office. At the workshop held on April 19, 2022, for the
representatives of the bodies for the intellectual property
rights enforcement and the Intellectual Property Office,
the methodology of calculating level and scope of
forgeries and piracy was presented, as developed in the
framework of the Twinning Project.

After the completion of the workshop from March 24,
2022, the meeting was held for the members of the
Expert Working Group of the Coordination Body for
the collection and analysis of data and identification
of trends of IPR infringement, where agreement was
reached on the methods for the synthesis of data
which should be used in the framework of the Platform,
as experts of the Twinning Project were informed
accordingly. The Coordination Body for the efficient
protection of intellectual property rights in the Republic
of Serbia held two meetings in 2022, on March 28, 2022
and July 11, 2022. Both meetings were dedicated to the
functioning of the Platform, as well as the consideration
of measures for the improvement of the intellectual
property rights enforcement.

The most important texts translated into the English
language were the Annual Report of the Intellectual
Property Office and the Law on the Amendments of the
Patent Law. Greatimportance belongs to the translation
of texts for the participation of the delegation of the
Republic of Serbia at the meetings of the international
organizations, for the needs of cooperation with the
European Commission, information for the internet
site of the Office, as well as numerous news and other
information.

For the Supplement of the Intellectual Property Gazette
and the internal database “International Cooperation”
a certain number of reports from the international
meetings was prepared.

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Seminars and events

In the organization of the Education and Information
Center (EIC) and other employees in the Office or in
cooperation with the representatives of business
support organizations, innovations or other institutions
and projects, 28 different educational events were held
with 934 participants. From that number, nine events
were held on-line and three in hybrid format. The largest
number of events, 15 of them with 457participants,
was dedicated to topics exclusively in connection to
patent protection of inventions and the search of patent
documentation in on-line bases. For researchers from
the institutes and faculties, eight educational events
have been held with 173 participants, for students
and employees at the faculties, six events with 172
participants were organized, and for the small and
medium enterprises and startups, seven events were
held, with 85 participants. At five public events, held
for the public, there were 470 participants from the
different target groups. One such event was held on
the occasion of the World Intellectual Property Day,
April 26, 2022, on the topic “Intellectual Property and
the Youth”, with the presentations of institutions that
dedicate funds for young innovative teams, and the

Some of
the lectures that have traditionally been going on for a
long number of years in a row, in cooperation with some
institutions, have been organized for the: Students
of the Faculty of Criminology in Zemun, students of
the postgraduate studies of the Faculty of Pharmacy
of Belgrade University, students of the Faculty of
Technical Sciences in Cagak, University in Kragujevac
and the Faculty of Organizational Sciences of Belgrade
University. Other events in the field of education mostly
referred to the protection of innovations by intellectual
property rights. Depending on the group of participants,
in the communication with the representatives of the
organizations, the programs of training have been

adjusted to every target group.

The Office continued to offer the service of the
“Intellectual Property Diagnosis” through the Education
and Information Center also in the course of 2022. The
business companies and research teams recognize
the service as a matter of importance for their own
elaboration of the strategy of IP protection and IP
management in their own business and in the activities
necessary for the implementation of the R&D results.
The service kept on being performed as a contribution
to the Bilateral Cooperation Plan, between the IPO
and the European Patent Organization (EPO), for the
period 2021-2023. In the course of 2022, 15 services
of intellectual property diagnosis were performed.
From that number, 10 services were offered to business
companies, while five services were provided for
research teams from the universities or institutes that
participated at various research and innovation projects.
The business companies taking advantage of [P
diagnosis service were: Technics Theatre from Banatsko
Novo Selo, Score pro from Kragujevac, Soft Investment
Group from Pozarevac, Inberg from Boljevac, Autologik

Offering information and consultations to
the clients

Various information and consultations for the clients
have been offered on a daily basis by phone, e-mails,
personally and during the Open Door term, dealing with
the protection procedure concerning various intellectual
property rights, as well as with regard to other issues,
such as the procedure for realizing rights, search of patent
documentation and other information. In the course
2022, for 3071 clients (decrease of 21%), 3685 (decrease
of 18.3%) consultations were offered for various issues
concerning IP rights according to the following table.

During the Open Door term, taking place at every third
Thursday in a month, which is reserved exclusively for
offering consultations and where the clients mostly
apply via electronic mail, in the course of 8 terms lasting
for two hours, 12 clients attended.

In 2022, at the written request of the clients, with the
payment of the prescribed fees, 46 searches of patent
documentation according to the bibliographical data
have been elaborated.

Promotional activities

The Intellectual Property Office, in the course of 2022,
participated and had its stall at five fairs: 17th Trade Fair
SPREG in Valjevo, from April 7-9, 2022; “Belgrade Future
Gaming” in Belgrade, from May 31 to June 01, 2022,
18th Fair of Agriculture at Sumadija” held in Kragujevac,
September 8-11, 2022, the 36th Tesla Fest in Novi Sad,
October 12-15, 2022, the 16th Fair of Ethno Food and
Drink 2022 in Belgrade, from November 24-27, 2022.
In the course of the mentioned fairs, consultations and
information were given about the intellectual property
rights to the visitors and exhibitors at the fairs. The
experts of the IPO, in the month of May, visited for one
day the 89th International Fair of Agriculture in Novi
Sad, where they made contacts with the exhibitors.

In the course of 2022, two issues of the EIC Bulletin
were issued, discussing current topics and events from
the field of intellectual property and publishing articles
of the clients. The Annual Report of the Intellectual
Property Office activities for 2021 was prepared and
published on April 6, 2022.

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With regard to the tasks of the maintenance of the
Office Internet presentation, 95 news were drafted and
uploaded to the Internet page in the Serbian language,
and 69 news to the page in the English language. In
the course of the 2022, on the website of the Office,
there were 102,217 sessions by 68,722 clients (68,000
new clients). The average number of sessions per
client was 1.51, and per one session, at the average,
6.18 pages were opened. The task in connection with
the preparation of the new internet presentation of the
Office was started in April 2021 and finished by making
the new web site of the IPO operational in February
2022. New website of the Office was made with the
support of the project of the Swiss Confederation,
“Support to the Intellectual Property Right in Serbia”
that was finalized at the end of the 2021. In cooperation
with the WIPO, a new page “WIPO Jobs” was created
for the promotion of the advertisements for getting
employment in the WIPO.

On the You Tube Channel of the Office, 13 new video
recordings of the IPO have been uploaded, while four
external video recordings have been placed on the play
list. Video recordings via the Office channel were viewed
40,963 times by 3,072 individual viewers. On the social
networks of the Office, topics related to intellectual
property rights and the work of the Office were used for
promotion: on Facebook there were 137 posts and 150
stories that reached 76,257 people (interaction with
4,801 users); On Instagram, there were 139 posts and
185 stories that reached 45,589 people (interaction of
5,103 users); 138 posts on LinkedIn reached 132,034
people (interaction with 5,223 users), and 194 tweets
and retweets were available on Twitter and reached
8,425 people (interaction with 661 users).

Library work

In the course of 2022, in the Library of the IPO, the
program COBISS was used to record 112 monograph
publications. The search was performed for 23 books for
the employees in the Office and users outside of the IPO
and 77 books were claimed and returned. In the library,
the collection of national patent documentation in the
paper was supplemented with the patent documents of
domestic holders of rights, in particular 67 documents
of patents and petty patents (980 pages). Reception
and recording was performed for 166 magazines. The
Library of the Office has 6,306 monographs and serial
publications (5,985 monographs), including 4,889
unique monograph titles and 2,011 volumes of serial
publications.

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Other activities

In the framework of the project of the Science and
Technology Park Belgrade, “Technopark Serbia 27
supported by the Swiss Confederation with the aim of
raising the capacities of science and technology parks
in Serbia, for the teams that entered the competition for
the pre-seed program “Raising Starts”, one-day training
“Protection of Innovations by Intellectual Property Rights”
was heldonMarch 7,2022. Afterthis training, more detailed
consultations followed with regard to the protection and
the possibility of including IPR in the strategy of innovation
development. Six teams entered the competition for this
program of support to innovations. The representatives of
the Office, as indirect partners on the project, participated
in several events, which took place in three science and
technology parks in Serbia: Belgrade, Ni§ and Ca&ak. It was
meant to provide support with the consultations for the
issues of intellectual property rights for the inhabitants of
the parks and beneficiaries of the grants in the framework
of the project. Also, the representatives of the Office
participated in one meeting of the Administrative Board
of the project, as well as the meeting for the evaluation
after one half of the planned time of the duration elapsed.
In cooperation with the Science and Technology Park
Belgrade, one activity of IPO cooperation was realized with
the World Intellectual Property Organization — WIPO, and
that was the elaboration of the adjusted WIPO publication
“Entrepreneurship Ideas: Guide about Intellectual Property
for Startups”. It was prepared for publication.

One member of the EIC participated in the work of the
jury for the presentation of yearly WIPO awards for
2022, for the category of pupils from secondary schools.
The representative of the Office participated in two
meetings of the Council for the cooperation between
science and economy. The activities of the Council are
coordinated by the Chamber of Commerce of Serbia.

For the needs of the IPO and the EIC, the elaboration of
the specifications and several procurement of services
have been done for the providing of necessities for the
educational and promotional activities.

“Protection and Enforcement of Intellectual Property
Rights in Serbia” of the Ministry for Internal and Foreign

Electronic filing of applications and other

Among
other things, the recording of e-payments has been
improved and it is possible to add biological sequences
in accordance with the new WIPO standard ST26.

The Office regularly forwarded data on national
trademarks to the WIPO Global Brand database and
published patent documents to the WIPO Patentscope
database. The Authority file for patent documentation
has been published. Data on the legal status of PCT
applications in the national phase are available in the
WIPO databases as well as in the national register. The
translations of the current versions of the International
Patent Classification and the International Classification
of Goods and Services for Trademarks were published
on the WIPO platforms IPCPub and Madrid Goods and
Services Manager, and those classifications were also
applied in internal databases.

The Office continued its active participation in IT
cooperation activities with the European Patent
Organization - EPO. Data on the publication of patent
documents were regularly sent to the database
maintained by the EPO - Espacenet, and automatic
transfer of the legal status of European patents
designated for the territory of the Republic of Serbia to
the “EPO Patent Register” was ensured.

In the course of 2022, the following activities were
carried out according to the requirements of the ISO
9001:2015 standard. Within the certified quality system
quality measurement was conducted, related to its
application, maintenance, and continuous improvement,
and in particular: one quality measurement in the
Department of Chemistry and Chemical Technology,
one measurement in the Department of Mechanical,
Electrical and General Engineering of the Patent Sector,
and two quality measurements in the Trademarks
Department, as organizational units that implement
certified processes. In addition, an internal check of the
entire system was performed on October 25, 2022, as
well as an overview of the System by the management
on 28 and 30 October 2022.

Regarding the proposed and initiated corrective mea-
sures, nine new proposals for current and subsequent
corrective measures were initiated in the previous year.
For 10 previously initiated ongoing and subsequent
measures, the deadlines for their conclusion were ex-
tended, while six initiated proposals for corrective mea-
sures were successfully concluded. In addition, during

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In 2022, in certified organizational units, the survey of
user satisfaction with patent, petty patent and national
trademark services in granting procedures had been
conducted. The following are the results of the user
satisfaction survey conducted by the Department
for Chemistry and Chemical Technology, and the
Department of Mechanical, Electrical and General
Engineering: 54.55% of surveyed users were very
satisfied with the level of service provided in the patent
grant procedure (overall impression), 36.36% were
satisfied with this service, 4.54% were dissatisfied,
while 4.54% did not complete the questionnaire.
Regarding the petty patents: 83.33% of surveyed users
were very satisfied, and 16.67% were satisfied with
the level of service provided in the procedure of petty
patent grant, there were no dissatisfied ones. In the
Trademark Department, 82% of surveyed users were
very satisfied with the level of service provided in the
procedure of national trademark grant, while 17.78% of
them were satisfied with the service, while there were
no dissatisfied ones.

In addition to the above, during 2022, a few procedures
of the process level of the quality system were updated,
as well as the Rules of Procedure of the quality
management system itself. Process procedures have
been changed in parts related to internal contracts of
organizational units that provide services to certified
departments, and functions in the system, with
accompanying updates to employee training records
and similar records. The Regulations of the quality
management system have been changed in the area of
quality objectives, which are defined more in detail for
the purpose of better transparency.

The regular supervisory check of the Quality System
was successfully carried out on November 1, 2022, by
the certification body Bureau Veritas doo.

After conducted centralized
public procurement procedures and the conclusion
of provisional agreements, individual contracts were
concluded with the selected contractors for the
procurement of office supplies, computer supplies -
toner, maintenance services for computer equipment
and printers, computer equipment, mobile phone
services, internet and employee insurance.

On the basis of the implementation of all the basic
laws from the field of intellectual property prescribing
the charging of the Republic administrative Fees or
payment of compensation of expenses of the procedure
in the budget of the Republic of Serbia for 2022, the
realized public income is shown in the total amount of
678.739.547 RSD, in particular:

a) Income from the administrative fees — in the course of
2022,516.733.12 RSD were realized as income from the
administrative fees. In the mentioned income, included
is the income that the IPO realized on the basis of the
article 39 of the Law on the Ratification of the Convention
