The Annual Report of the Intellectual Property Office con-
tains the most important information about the activities
of this institution in the previous year - 2023, as well as
other data about the state of intellectual property pro-
tection in our country. | can say with pleasure that the
previous year was successful for the Intellectual Property
Office and the Republic of Serbia, in general, when it con-
cerns intellectual property, but also some challenges, that
we must resolve in the following year, remain.

In the previous year, the Office made an important step
ahead in the field of technological modernization. The
IPO has recently been cooperating with the Office for
Information Technologies and Electronic Administration
of Serbia, which is of enormous value for the safety of
our data and our electronic business in total. Thanks to
that cooperation, we renewed our network equipment
and completed all the necessary preparations for the
transfer into the state data center of electronic mail. We
have continued measures for the improvement of elec-
tronic business of the Office. Over 77% of the industri-
al property rights applications and over 60% of filings
come directly through e-Application, which is the best
result so far.

The Patent Sector reduced the backlogs of patents and
certificates of supplementary protection, while the num-
ber of pending applications of petty patents raised insig-
nificantly. In the previous several years, the Intellectual
Property Office has had continual decrease of registered
domestic patents. The number of resolved patent cases is
several times higher, the employees in the Patent Sector
keep on working diligently, but there remains a question:
why the number of the quality applications, leading to
patent protection, keeps on decreasing?

The Distinctive Signs Sector also realized its mission suc-
cessfully in 2023, because the backlogs of domestic and
international trademark applications have been reduced,
as well as the backlogs of domestic and international
design applications. In the course of 2023, the Office re-
ceived 2,513 domestic trademark applications, which is
the largest number since 2008 till the present day.

In the course of 2023, we registered three new indica-
tions of geographical origin, in particular “Vurda from
Luznica”, “Honey from Tara Mountain” and “Ljutenica
from Leskovac”. By the registration of the “Ljutenica
from Leskovac”, the town of Leskovac became the place
with the largest number of the registered indications
of geographical origin in Serbia, amounting to four Gls.
However, we noticed that some of the most important
indications of geographical origin remain without au-
thorized users and that should be an alarm for all of us,
civil servants, to undertake measures. One of the main
problems in Serbia, according to our understanding, is
that the usage of the indication of geographical origin
does not achieve the desired effects on the market, as
well as the lack of adequate legal protection in the case
of the infringement of right concerning indications of ge-
ographical origin. According to the opinion of our clients,
the reasons may also be the high costs of utilization of
the geographical indication, as well as the complicated
and slow certification procedure. Therefore, allow me to
emphasize a very good example of the province of Vo-
jvodina and the city of Novi Sad, and the town of Nova
Varo$ which took on themselves the financing of the
certification of the indications of geographical origin, a
model which | hope to be followed by the local self-ad-
ministrations all over Serbia.

When copyright is in question, there is good news that,
in Serbia, the first collective management organization
has been working dedicated to fine art artists: Asso-
ciation of authors — Organization of Fine Art Authors.

neration from galleries and auction houses for the resale
of their works of fine art. By the establishment of this
organization, Serbia is in line with the countries that take
care about the social justice in the field of fine arts. One
should not forget that in the countries where the largest
auction houses operate, for example in the USA, China
or Switzerland, these rights have not been granted to
fine art artists. However, in the course of 2022, the or-
ganizations that administer right for the resale of works
of fine art realized a profit of 220 million euros on the
global level, which is a record so far. In Serbia, today,
eight organizations for collective management of copy-
right and related rights have been working successfully,
practically for all categories of authors and holders of
related rights, which are now within the system for the
collective management of copyright and related rights.
Our organizations, in the course of 2022 collected 14,2
million euros for all repertoires, which is for 4.7% more
than in 2021 and that growth has been constant for
quite a number of years. If we observe the share of in-
come of our collective management organizations in the
creation of our gross domestic product, Serbia holds a
high 22nd place in the world, with the participation of
0.024%, while the world average is 0.011%.

In Serbia, in the course of the previous years, the number
of enterprises that have based their business on innova-
tions has been growing and that is indeed encouraging.
Innovative startups, that amount to 600 at this moment
in Serbia, should also include in their business strategy
intellectual property rights, because that is the best way
to secure their investment, attract investors and realize
their scientific results. According to the latest data, in
Serbia, export from the sector of information-communi-
cation technologies in the first eight months of 2023, has
grown for 35%, and it is expected that it will reach 3.8
million euros until the end of the year. The intellectual
property is the backbone supporting all those creative
activities.

The Coordination Body for the efficient management of
intellectual property rights gathers the representatives
of bodies for the enforcement of intellectual property
rights: inspections of the Ministry for Internal and Foreign
Trade and the Ministry of Health, the Customs Adminis-
tration, the Ministry of Justice, the Tax Administration,
the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the Public Prosecutor
Office. The Coordination Body is the important forum in
the framework of which it is possible to discuss the cur-
rent issues in the field of intellectual property protection.

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Intellectual Property and Innovations

For all those who intend to establish business entities
and whose business will be based on innovations, it is
very important to protect those innovations by a pat-
ent or some other intellectual property right. Intellectual
property rights guarantee to their owner monopoly over
certain invention, protection from copying, as well as
more convenient legal disposal over that invention, for
example by license agreements. The fact that the legal
subject has a patent makes it more attractive for inves-
tors and business partners. It is possible to live without a
patent, but it is better to have one.

With the aim to raise awareness about the importance
of intellectual property, in the course of 2023, the Office
held more lectures and organized a number of events
that were of assistance to everyone relying in their work
on inventions and other solutions that are new and cre-
ative. In the course of training, the participants were ex-
plained how to protect their innovations, how to place
them on the market and how to extract benefits for their
business from that protection.

In March, the Office held a lecture on the protection of
intellectual property for business entities that received
grants in the framework of the NALED StarTech pro-
gram of financial support to small and medium sized
enterprises for the implementation of innovations and
digitalization.

Technopark 2 - Innovations with the
Support in the Science and Technology
Parks

In the framework of the project of the Swiss Confeder-
ation “Technopark 27, implemented by the Science and
Technology Park Belgrade, the Office provided support
to creative teams and startups in the framework of the
Raising Starts program for the early development of in-
novations. For the creative teams that passed the first
round of assessment, consultations were provided with
regard to the protection of intellectual property rights.
Expert visits were organized for science and technology
parks in Ni§ and Calak, for the sake of offering consulta-
tions also to teams with seats out of Belgrade.

In cooperation with the World Intellectual Property Or-
ganization (WIPO) and Science and Technology Park
Belgrade, the Office promoted a printed edition of the
publication of the World Intellectual Property Organ-
ization under a title “Enterprising Ideas: Guide for In-
tellectual Property for Startups”. This Guide represents
indispensable streamlines for startups, showing how
to use the system of intellectual property protection in

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risks which can appear as the result of neglecting the
importance of IP in doing business. The publication that
has been customized to the system of intellectual prop-
erty protection in Serbia and which contains the exam-
ples of Serbian companies was promoted on November
14, 2023 in the course of the conference “Intellectual
Property for Startups” in the Science and Technology
Park Belgrade. The importance of intellectual property
in the early stages of development of innovations was
presented by the experts of the WIPO, Swiss Federal
Institute for Intellectual Property, Science and Technol-
ogy Park Belgrade and the Intellectual Property Office,
followed by the Serbian startup’s experiences. This edi-
tion was elaborated in the framework of the cooperation
plan of the Intellectual Property Office of the Republic of
Serbia with the WIPO, with the support of the Science
and Technology Park Belgrade and the Swiss Federal In-
stitute of Intellectual Property through the project “Tech-
nopark Serbia 2 — boosting export through technoparks”.
On the same day, B2B consultations were held for eight
startups, as well as the new WIPO activity of support to
member states under the title “IPClinic”.

“The Best Technological Innovation”

In the framework of the competition “The Best Techno-
logical Innovation”, organized by the Ministry compe-
tent for innovations, a serial of trainings was held in the
course of 2023, for the team members that competed for
the funds for further development of innovations. Those
were granted in the finals, held on December 21, 2023,
for the first six teams. This competition promotes the en-
trepreneurial spirit by providing financial and educational
support to the participants. In the framework of the train-
ing, the Intellectual Property Office, in the framework of
the Cooperation Agreement with the Ministry of Science,
Technological Development and Innovations, conducted
three trainings in the course of September, with regard to
the intellectual property rights protection. Special focus
during the training was placed on the conditions and pro-
cedures for the protection of inventions by a patent and
on the patent documentation search.

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Women and Intellectual Property

According to the various studies, conducted by the
World Intellectual Property Organization and the Euro-
pean Patent Organization, in the period 2022-2023, it
is obvious that there is a gender gap in the protection
of innovations. Women, observed as inventors, make
up 16.2% of inventors in PCT applications, while that
percentage in patent applications of member states of
the European Patent Organization is slightly below 15%
on average. The WIPO estimates that according to the
present pace, the gender parity among inventors in PCT
applications shall not be reached before 2064.

In the Republic of Serbia, the women can be found as
applicants in 8.5% from 70 patent applications of natural
persons, while in 30% from 40 petty patent applications
of natural persons in 2023. That ratio is more favorable
for the benefit of women in the Republic of Serbia when
one observes the share of women among unique inven-
tors mentioned in all applications of patents and petty
patents. Women are mostly present in the patent appli-
cations in the field of chemistry and chemical technology.

system in Serbia, the actors realized rights to remunera-
tion from cable operators, televisions and all those that
publicly communicate actor’s performances.

In the Hotel “Moscow”, on May 8, 2023, a conference was
held under the title “Challenges of Protection of Female
Innovations — Common Path to Success”, in the organi-
zation of the Intellectual Property Office of the Republic
of Serbia and the European Patent Office, with the sup-
port of the Association of the Business Women of Serbia.

The oth-
er design, represented on the exhibition panel, shows
futuristic design of space for relaxation and therapy, in-
cluding new technologies and it is the result of work and
long experience in the field of preventive medicine and
bio medicine of Marina Luketina Sljuke, Ph.D. of medical
sciences and the author of concept “Health BioDesign &

Among the total of 670 webinar participants,
most of them came from the R&D organizations, but
there were also representatives of business entities and
startups, attorneys, as well as the interested individuals.

The consultations
referred to questions what intellectual property right
should be used to protect certain product or service and
what is the procedure for protection, how to search da-
tabases and what are the best strategies of using intel-
lectual property rights. For 2559 clients, 4159 consulta-
tions and information were provided before undertaking

For the sake of submitting patent applications from the
field of biotechnology, WIPO standard ST.26 was im-
plemented in the platform e-Application. This standard
serves for the representation of the sequence of nucleo-
tide and amino-acid sequences by using XML (Extensi-
ble Markup Language). Version 1.6 of the WIPO stand-
ard ST.26 has been implemented since July 1st, 2023.

In the last quarter of 2023, the implementation of the
“New Search Tool” started, a tool of the European Pat-
ent Office used in the procedures of patent examination.
The new tool for searching patent documentation and
non-patent literature is based on the principles of arti-
ficial intelligence, performing the ranking of documents
according to the highest degree of similarity, through the
recognition of parts of texts and search criteria, with the
application of the invention for which the search is per-
formed. The implementation of the new tool, streamlines
our Office with the European countries and secures high
quality of service in the national procedure of patent
grant.

In the framework of cooperation of the Intellectual Prop-
erty Office of the Republic of Serbia with the European
Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO), the principles
of common practice “CP10-Criteria for the Evaluation of
Accession of the Industrial Design on the Internet” were
translated and included in the Annex of Methodology of
the Intellectual Property Office in the Procedures for the
Grant of Design, which is available on the website of the

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Enforcement of intellectual property rights in the Repub-
lic of Serbia takes place through the implementation of
administrative and civil measures and penalties by the
competent authorities (inspection authorities within min-
istries, the Customs Administration, the Regulatory Body
for Electronic Media, the Police, the General Public Pros-
ecution and the courts). The mentioned bodies inform
every year the Coordination Body for the Efficient Pro-
tection of Intellectual Property Rights, which has been
competent since 2014 to follow up the enforcement of
intellectual property rights in the Republic of Serbia and
direct the work of the government authorities competent
for the enforcement of intellectual property rights. This
body is managed by the Director of the Intellectual Prop-
erty Office and the Office is competent for the expert and
administrative-technical work of that Body.

For the purpose of improving protection of intellectual
property rights and better functioning of the Coordina-
tion Body for the Efficient Protection of Intellectual Prop-
erty Rights, in March 2023, the Office established the
new organization unit — the Group for the Development
of Intellectual Property Protection. This Group is, among
other things, in charge of the performance of duties re-
lating to cooperation with the IPR enforcement bodies,
collection and analysis of data on the enforcement of in-
tellectual property rights, as well as for the expert and
administrative tasks of the Coordination Body. The Co-
ordination Body, in the course of 2023, held two meet-
ings, in June and December. Two working groups that
were established by that Body, Working Group for the
Coordination of Suppression of IPR Infringement and the
Expert Working Group for the Collection and Analysis of
Data and Identification of IPR Infringement Trends, held
meetings in August, September and December.

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Cooperation with the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO)

During the WIPO General Assembly in Geneva, from
July 6-14,2023, the delegation of the Office, headed by
the Director, Vladimir Marié, reported to the participants
of the General Assembly on the results of the Intellec-
tual Property Office, realized in the period between the
two Assemblies, in particular about the results realized
in cooperation with the WIPO. During the session, the
delegation of the Office had the opportunity to meet the
Director of the Department for the Countries in Transi-
tion and Developed Countries, Mr. Habip Asan, and his
collaborators as well as the Deputy Director General,
Marco Aleman, competent for the innovation ecosystem.
At these meetings, the current issues of bilateral coop-
eration have been discussed, as well as the activities
planned for 2024.

The IPO Asst. Director of the Patent Sector, Aleksandra
Mihailovié, preceded the 16th meeting of the Working
Group for the Development of the Patent Cooperation
Treaty in February 2023. Also, in the capacity of the
chairman, the Asst. Director for Distinctive Signs, Marija
Bozié, participated at the meeting of the Working Group
for the development of the Madrid System for interna-
tional Registration of Trademarks in November.

The representatives of the Office participated also at

In the framework of the bilateral cooperation plan with
the WIPO, the work of the expert, Mr. Branko Radulovi¢
has continued on the project on the intellectual property
strategies and the innovation ecosystem. The mentioned
project refers to the evaluation of the national innovation
ecosystem, including protection and use of patents and
innovations in the Republic of Serbia, for the benefit of
economy and science. Also, the project refers to the de-
velopment of the practical tools, metrics and procedures
for the monitoring of innovation goals. The important part
of the Project has been completed in the previous year,
but its results shall be also the ground for the elaboration
of the new Intellectual Property Development Strategy.

Traditionally, in the course of the manifestation “Tes-
la Fest”, held in Novi Sad in October, as well as during
the celebration of the 103rd anniversary of the Office in
November, WIPO awards were presented for various
categories of creativity and intellectual property rights.
One more WIPO award was presented to the best wom-
an entrepreneur in the framework of the manifestation
“Flower of Success for Dragon Woman”.

With the support of the WIPO, the first Intellectual Prop-
erty Guide for Startups, “Enterprising Ideas”, was issued
in the Serbian language, which was promoted on No-
vember 14, 2023 in the Science Technology Park Bel-
grade, when the conference “IP for Startups” was held
along with the “IP Clinic” consultations for startups.

The cooperation lasting for many years in the framework
of the “Treaty for the Cooperation in the Development of
Business Systems” was continued. The Office regularly
sent data about the national trademarks to the WIPO
Global Brand Database and the publications of the pat-
ent documents into the WIPO Patentscope database.
The data about the legal status of the PCT patents in
the national phase are available in the WIPO databas-
es as well as in the national Register. The translation of
the 12th edition of the Nice Classification for Trademarks
with the titles of classes with explanations — version for
2024, was elaborated with the aim of annual updating
of the Serbian version of the “Madrid Goods and Service
Manager” (MGS) on the website of the World Intellec-
tual Property Organization (WIPO). In the framework
of the Cooperation Agreement on the promotion of the
alternative dispute resolution in the field of intellectual
property with the WIPO, cooperation continued regard-
ing trainings and mediation promotion and cooperation

Cooperation with the European Patent
Organization - EPO

In the framework of the project “Harmonization of Prac-
tice of the European Patent Office”, the representative
of the Office participated in the Working Group for the
elaboration and receipt of the priority documents in the
electronic form, with the task of harmonizing conditions
for the receipt of e-documents by all the member states
of the EPO. The representatives of the Office participat-
ed in the working groups for the information security as
well as for the mapping of business processes and the
quality management of procedures for the patent pro-
tection, and also at the regular meetings in the frame-
work of the bilateral cooperation plan and meetings of
the administrative bodies of the EPO.

The national conference “Challenges of Protecting Her
Innovations” was organized on May 8, 2023, in Belgrade
as the hybrid event in cooperation with the European
Patent Office.

Like in the previous years, the employees in the Office
had the opportunity to participate at expert events, like
the Symposium on Substantial Harmonization of Patent
Law and numerous virtual trainings of the EPO Acade-
my, a total of 20 trainings, as well as to attend the lan-
guage courses. The Office continued the active IT coop-
eration with the European Patent Organization, the data
on published patent documents were sent regularly in
the EPO Espacenet database and automatic transfer of
legal status of validated European patents in Serbia to
the EPO Patent Register was ensured.

50 years of the European Patent Office

On October 5th, 2023, in Munich, the Hague and Vienna,
the celebration of the 50th anniversary of the Europe-
an Patent Organization was held, and the celebration in
Munich was attended also by the representatives of the
Office. It was an exceptional jubilee celebrating the Eu-
ropean unity in the field of patent protection lasting for
already half a century. The event consisted of lectures
dedicated to exceptional inventors, then expert round
tables for the discussion about the importance of patent
protection for the world economies and, at the end, the
ceremony of presenting awards to winners of the artistic
competition for children.

Representatives of the Office participated at the four
conferences organized on the occasion of the celebra-
tion of the jubilee of the national offices, on the occasion
of the 30th anniversaries of the Industrial Property Office
of the Republic of Slovakia, the General Directorate for
Patents and Trademarks of the Republic of Albania, the
Industrial Property Office of the North Macedonia and
on the occasion of the 105th anniversary of the Patent
Office of the Republic of Poland.

The representative of the Office actively participated at
the forum dealing with the supplementary protection
certificates, initiated by the “Max Planck” Institute and
the European Commission. In the period from January
10-12, 2023, the ninth SPC Experts meeting was held.

European Integrations

In the process of the accession of the Republic of Serbia
to the European Union, the Office manages the activi-
ties relating to the Negotiation Chapter 7 — Intellectual
Property. The annexes of the Negotiation Group for in-
tellectual property have been prepared for the European
Commission’s annual report on progress of the Republic
of Serbia in the EU accession process for 2023.

In the framework of cooperation with the Ministry for Agri-

In the course of 2023, the Intellectual Property Office
was filed a total of 4461 national applications (1+5.7%)
with regard to the protection of intellectual property
rights. From that number 3957 applications (15.3%)
were filed for the grant of industrial property rights and
504 applications 113%) for the depositing of copyright
works and subject matter of related rights.

Out of total of 3957 applications for the protection of the
industrial property rights, 77.30% of the applications (In-
crease of 3%) was submitted electronically. From that
number, 99.7% requests for the entry of European patent,
70% of national trademark applications, 43.4% patent ap-
plications in the national procedure, 58.2% applications of
petty patent and 57% of industrial design applications in
the national procedure were filed electronically.

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During 2023, 1379 procedures were completed on ap-
plications for the grant of a patent, a petty patent, the
validation of a European patent and SPC. The backlog of
patent files in the national procedure, at the end of 2023,
amounted to 355 patent applications (1, 5.6%), while the
backlog for petty patents amounted to 29 applications
of petty patents (138%). According to filed requests for
the entry of European Patent in the Register of Patents,
the backlogs have been increased for 51 files (113%),
as the result of the increase of the number of requests for
the entry of the European Patent by 10%.

Until December 31, 2023, the Office finalized the ex-
amination procedure for 7249 trademark applications.

The components and amounts
of certain components or the categories of components
that “Leskovacka ljutenica” includes are: tomatoes 76-
81%, hot paprika to 10%, table oil up to 7%, sugar up to
3%, iodized table salt up to 2%, vinegar, up to 1% /0.2%,
spices (garlic, parsley and pepper).

Copyright and Related Rights

After consultations with the interested parties, the Draft
Law on the Copyright and Related Rights was prepared
and the public hearing was initiated on January 30, 2023.
After the conclusion of the public hearing, 630 proposals
and comments were processed, the report from the pub-
lic hearing was written, with the analysis of the effect of
the legislative as well as the table of harmonization of
the Draft Law with the EU acquis. The Law is still in the

enactment procedure.

The institution proposing the Law on Copyright and Re-
lated Rights is the Ministry of Economy, and its text has
been prepared by a special task force enacted by the de-
cision of the Ministry of Economy. In the Task Force, apart
from the representatives of the Ministry of Economy,
also the representatives of the Intellectual Property Of-
fice, the Ministry of Justice, the Chamber of Commerce of
Serbia, the National Library of Serbia worked along with
the lawyers, representatives of the organizations for the
collective management of copyright and related rights,
SOKOJ, OFPS and PI. Also, the “Digital Serbia Initiative”

participated, in the elaboration of the text of the Law.

In the course of 2023, 504 applications (113%) for dep-
osition were submitted, including 502 applications for
the depositing of copyright protected works and two ap-
plications for the subject matter of related rights.

Collective Management Organizations
(CMOs) for the administration of copyright
and related rights

The Office, in the scope of its competences, issues licens-
es and performs supervision over the work of collective
management organizations of copyright and related
rights. In the course of the year, working licenses were
renewed for the organization OFA and a new license
was issued for the first time for the activities of the As-
sociation of Authors — Organization of Creators of Works
of Fine Art.

Supervision was performed over the work of organiza-
tions for the collective management of rights by check-
ing transparency of work and information available at
the internet presentations of the organizations, for mem-
bers, users and other persons, in compliance with the
Law on Copyright and Related Rights. Analysis of annu-
al reports was performed for the six organizations that
entered into the Register of the IPO, including the reports
of the administrative and supervisory boards, auditors
as well as financial reports for 2022. The representatives
of the IPO participated at the numerous sessions of the
bodies of these organizations.

The Office issued a decision about giving approval for
the Proposal of the tariff for the cable rebroadcasting of
interpretations from sound and image carriers, submit-
ted by the Actors’ Association of Serbia — GOS.

In the Evidence of the IPO, at the end of 2023, the fol-
lowing Collective Management Organizations (CMOs)
for the administration of financial aspect of copyright
works and related rights of different kind of authors and
holders of related rights were entered, which renew their
license every 5 years:

In cooperation with the Government's Office for Infor-
mation Technologies and Electronic Government, recon-
struction of the active network equipment was performed
along with the installation of the wireless network in the
entire building of the IPO and connection with the com-
puter center of the Office for Information Technologies
was improved for the sake of the more stable access
and the planned migration of the servers in the course
of 2024. Ever since 2020, also with the collaboration of
the Office for Information Technologies and Electronic
Government, the IPO has performed also electronic sub-
mission of documents to clients that joined that system.
With the increase of the number of clients interested in
the e-delivery, as well as the gradual engagement of the
greater number of employees, the IPO achieved consid-
erable scope of delivered electronic documents.

The IPO has been working on the preparation of data
referring to industrial property rights from the adminis-
trative system of the Office — IPAS for the publication in
the Intellectual Property Gazette. 24 editions were pub-
lished, half of them referring to semi-monthly editions
including only trademark publications, and in other edi-
tions, monthly publications of the Office, data about pub-
lications, registrations and expiry of all industrial proper-
ty rights were issued. The preparation was completed
for 1301 patent documents for publication, in particular:
1175 registered patents, 19 registered petty patents and
107 patent applications and all that was uploaded on
the IPO Publication Server. All data related to submitted
applications are daily upgraded in the electronic regis-
ters and records of the Office. 1288 patent documents,
with bibliographic data in XML format for the updating in
the world data bases Espacenet (EPO) and Patentscope
(WIPO), were prepared.

In the Intellectual Property Office, on December 31st,
2023, there were 75 employed civil servants and nine
contract employees.

A new Rulebook on the Internal Arrangement and Sys-
tematization of Workplaces in the Intellectual Property
Office, was passed on March 13, 2023, with the sys-
tematization of 73 workplaces in the Office, envisaging
the activities of the total of 93 employees, including 4
officials and 89 civil servants. The mentioned Rulebook
formed a special internal organizational unit, Group for
the Development of Intellectual Property Protection, for
the sake of performing tasks referring to the enforce-
ment of IP rights, research and analysis of the court
and administrative practice in the domain of intellectual
property protection, cooperation of bodies for the en-
forcement of rights and other tasks defined by the Rule-
book.

The employees of the IPO attended, apart from the nu-
merous seminars with the assistance of international
intellectual property organizations, mostly on-line, also
a great number of trainings organized by the National
Academy for Pubic Administration — NA]JU. In the frame-
work of the Training Programs for officials, EU Program
HONEYCOMB, two officials paid a study visit to EU insti-
tutions in Brussels.
