In front of you is the Annual Report on the work of the
Intellectual Property Office for 2024. Before | say a word
about that, allow me to express my great personal satis-
faction that last year work began on the adaptation and
energy rehabilitation of the Intellectual Property Office
building, located at Knjeginje Ljubice 5, Belgrade, the
first work of this kind to be carried out in many years. On
behalf of all my colleagues and in my personal capacity,
| would like to thank the Government of the Republic of
Serbia and the European Union - whose funds finance
these works, for making it possible for us.

Despite the extraordinary circumstances due to the re-
construction of our building, our performance in 2024
has not weakened.

Our practice of trademark and industrial design examina-
tion is mostly harmonized with the practice of the Europe-
an Union. Currently, we are applying 9 out of 14 Principles
of the Common Practice of the European Union Intellectu-
al Property Office. What is also positive is that the num-
ber of national trademark applications is rising. During
2024, the Office received 2,600 national trademark ap-
plications, the highest number in the last fourteen years.

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The Patent Sector has recently started using a new
software tool for prior art search (Ansera - New Search
Tool), developed by the European Patent Organization
and based on artificial intelligence. The application of
the new software tool in the patent grant procedure will
improve the quality of prior art searching and substan-
tial examination of patents. Its full implementation start-
ed in January 2025.

| would like to say a few words about indications of ge-
ographical origin. In May 2024, the Intellectual Property
Protection Development Group conducted a study to un-
derstand how authorized users view their rights related
to indications of geographical origin. The research cov-
ered domestic indications of geographical origin for food
products and handicrafts. The results showed that out of
61 registered domestic indications of geographical origin
in Serbia, only 16 had authorized users. This is a small
number, and it is important to understand the reasons
for such indifference among our businessmen towards
this intellectual property right. Our country needs a new
Law on Quality Schemes for Agricultural and Food Prod-
ucts; regulated rules on labeling these products follow-
ing the example of European Union countries; support
for our producers of products with protected indications
of geographical origin to find their place on the shelves of
major retail chains; active fight against counterfeiting in
this area; and support for product certification through-
out Serbia, modeled after the Vojvodina Province.

In the past year, the Office issued three decisions grant-
ing consent to the proposed tariffs of organizations for
collective management of copyright and related rights:
the proposed tariff for the commercial broadcasting of
performances published on sound and image carriers
and the proposed tariff for broadcasting performances
published on sound and image carriers on public servic-
es (RTS and RTV), both invoiced by the Actors’ Organi-
zation of Serbia (GOS); and the proposed tariff for col-
lecting fees in the case of the use of copyrighted works
published in printed form, collected by the OORP organ-
ization.

Over the past year, the World Intellectual Property Or-
ganization (WIPO) held two diplomatic conferences: the
Diplomatic Conference for the adoption of an interna-
tional instrument in relation to intellectual property, ge-
netic resources, and associated traditional knowledge
held in May in Geneva, and the Diplomatic Conference
on the Design Law Treaty in Riyadh, Saudi Arabia.

Office actively participated in the work of these diplo-
matic conferences and contributed significantly and
professionally to their discussions. In July, a new Mem-
orandum of Cooperation was signed between the Intel-
lectual Property Office and the European Union Intellec-
tual Property Office (EUIPO).

Throughout 2024, the Office continued to develop its IT
services. The number of industrial property rights appli-
cations submitted online by our users is still increasing
and now accounts for almost 80% annually. The best
result so far. The number of electronic submissions we
send to our clients has also increased and now stands
at about 30% of the total number of submissions sent,
which is far from ideal but still better than before. With
the support of the Office for Information Technology
and e-Government, based on the concluded Cooper-
ation Agreement, and with the dedicated work of our
colleagues from the IT Department, the most important
part of the Office’s server infrastructure was migrated to
the cloud infrastructure of the State Data Center at the
end of last year. This has increased the security of our
data and operations within the administrative IPAS sys-
tem, which will significantly impact the quality of work
and system security.

Allow me to mention all the other organizational units
within the Office, such as the Receiving Office and the
Registry, the HR and General Affairs, the Finance De-
partment, the Education and Information Center, the
Publication Division, and to express my appreciation,
with great satisfaction, for my colleagues who diligently
perform their work.

Of course, the results of this institution also depend to
some extent on cooperation with other authorities of the
Republic of Serbia. In this regard, | would like to thank,
as always, our colleagues from the Ministry of Econo-
my with whom we have very successful cooperation,
especially in the area of our legislative activities. | must
not forget our colleagues from law enforcement agen-
cies, the Customs Administration, the Market Inspection
Sector of the Ministry of Internal and Foreign Trade, the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Ministry of Health, the
courts, the prosecutor’s office, the Medicines and Med-
ical Devices Agency, and all our colleagues with whom
we collaborate in the Coordination Body for the Enforce-
ment of Intellectual Property Rights. Their experiences
are always valuable to us at the Office. We should never
lose sight of how important their work is. What would

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patents, trademarks, designs, and so on be worth if to-
morrow those rights are not adequately protected by
the decisions of our courts and other law enforcement
agencies? These are inseparable matters, two sides of
the same coin. Finally, | would like to thank our collabo-
rators from the Serbian Chamber of Commerce for their
professionalism and good cooperation.

In conclusion, | would briefly reflect on a question that
has always intrigued me. What is the key to the success
of an institution?

During the
training sessions, participants learned how to protect
their innovations with patents and other intellectual
property rights, market them effectively, and leverage
intellectual property protection to benefit their busi-
nesses.

Serbia in the Global Innovation Index

In September, the World Intellectual Property Organi-
zation (WIPO) published the Global Innovation Index
(Gl 2024). Tracking the latest global innovation trends,
Gll 2024 reveals that investments in innovation slowed
down during 2023, marking a significant contrast to
previous years.

52nd, advancing by one position compared to 2023.
Within the group of upper-middle-income countries,
Serbia holds 7th place among 34 economies, while in
the European region, it ranks 31st out of 39 countries
covered in this edition. One of the most significant as-
pects of the Gl report is that Serbia ranks better in in-
novation input factors (47th place) and has also im-
proved in innovation output, now ranking 60th—a step
forward compared to the previous Gll 2023.

“Empowering Innovation: The Strategic
Value of Intellectual Property” in Novi Sad

On October 24, 2024, the first EU-13 Roadshow was
held at the Science and Technology Park in Novi Sad,
organized by the EU IP Helpdesk. The event focused on
raising awareness about intellectual property in inno-
vation development and supporting small and medi-
um-sized enterprises, researchers, and EU fund benefi-
ciaries in the field of intellectual property. Two
representatives from the Intellectual Property Office
participated in the event at the invitation of the organ-
izers. They provided insights into obtaining patent pro-
tection through national procedures and various inter-
national protection routes aligned with market strategy.
Additionally, they presented the services offered by the
Office in the areas of information, consultation, and ed-

ucation on intellectual property.

Tesla Fest 2024

The Intellectual Property Office participated in the 38th
International Festival of Innovation, Knowledge, and
Creativity, “Tesla Fest 2024,” organized by the Associa-
tion of Inventors of Vojvodina. The event featured an ex-
hibition of innovations, inventions, new products, and
technologies.

"Guardians of Innovation” Exhibition

In December, the Museum of Science and Technology in
Belgrade hosted the grand opening of the exhibition
Guardians of Innovation. The exhibition showcased re-
alized models of the first Serbian patents granted dur-
ing the early days of the then Industrial Property Ad-
ministration, the predecessor of today’s Intellectual
Property Office. Among the more than 20 displayed in-
vention models created by craftsmen and industrialists
of that era, the exhibition featured Serbia’s first regis-
tered patent, the Apparatus for Brandy Distillation,
transferred Hungarian patent from 19089. It also includ-
ed the first patent granted by the Administration, the
Self-Rocking Cradle. Additionally, the exhibition incor-
porated permanent museum exhibits of renowned Ser-
bian inventors and scientists, including Mihailo Vuko-
bratovi¢, Mihailo Petrovi¢ Alas, and others.

Webinars on Patents

A series of six webinars dedicated to patent protection
was held from March to May. The topics covered includ-
ed trade secret protection, the importance of patent
protection for innovative technical solutions with condi-
tions and procedures for protection, international pat-
ent protection, software patent protection, how to draft
a patent application, and the specifics of patenting in
chemistry and biotechnology. Based on the experiences
of examiners from the Intellectual Property Office, dur-
ing the patent protection procedure, a significant num-
ber of patent applications have deficiencies related to
the way they are drafted. Consequently, the webinar on
drafting patent applications had the highest number of
participants. Among the more than 900 attendees who

BEKOP Conference

In December, the conference Contemporary Challenges
in Intellectual Property Law was held at the Belgrade
Chamber of Commerce. The conference was organized
by the Belgrade Conference of Lawyers (BEKOP) in co-
operation with the Intellectual Property Office. Law stu-
dents in their final years, master’s students, as well as
young trainees and lawyers, had the opportunity to
learn about contemporary challenges and the intellec-
tual property protection system — topics that may
shape their future careers.

Distinctive Signs for Businesses

The Intellectual Property Office, in collaboration with
the Serbian Chamber of Commerce, conducted a series
of trainings on The Role of Intellectual Property in
Branding Agricultural and Food Products at regional
chambers of commerce in Zajedar, Krudevac, Cadak,
Kragujevac, and Pozarevac.

In 2024, the Office was the organizer or co-organizer of
educational events related to the protection and pro-
motion of intellectual property rights, while its employ-
ees also participated in other events by invitation.

The Office participated in six events, including business
and other fairs, the Researchers’ Night, and other gath-
erings, during which consultations were provided to
330 visitors or exhibitors. Additionally, 12 “Open Door”
consultation sessions were held. Besides free consulta-
tion and education services in the field of intellectual
property, the Office also offers to interested parties
commercial search services related to industrial proper-
ty rights databases. Informative searches are conduct-

as well as to determine whether a given right is still in
force. These searches are also performed to assess the
status of intellectual property rights in a business con-
text before launching a product on the market to avoid
infringing on the rights of others. Over the year, 584
such reports were elaborated.

During the year, the Office provided 11 Intellectual
Property Diagnostics services and five 1tol consulta-
tion services for businesses and research teams from
scientific research organizations. This service is crucial
for protecting and managing intellectual property rights
in business activities and scientific research. Since
2010, a total of 504 Intellectual Property Diagnostics
services have been provided.

The Office’s Website and Social Media

Over the year, the Office's website was visited by
76,000 users, of which 73,000 were unique visitors. A
total of 436,000 pages were viewed (5.76 pages per
user). Besides the homepage, the most frequently visit-
ed pages were those that allow searches of trademark
and patent databases, containing information on intel-
lectual property rights, and providing guidelines for ap-
plication submissions and fees payable in proceedings
before the Office.

In 2024, 102 news were published on the Office’s web-
site, while more than 120 posts, including news, an-
nouncements, and educational content about intellec-
tual property rights, were shared across its social media
platforms.

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In 2024, the implementation of the new tool from the Eu-
ropean Patent Office (EPO) for patent examination pro-
cedures, called “Ansera - New Search Tool,” was intensi-
fied. This tool will fully replace the previously used EPO
tool EPOQUEnet in patent application examination pro-
cedures in 2025. With the full implementation of this
new tool, which is also based on artificial intelligence
principles, the Office will ensure high-quality services in
the national patent granting procedures.

In the first half of 2024, the electronic Register of IP
Representatives was launched. This register is regularly
updated and can be searched using various criteria,
making it easier for applicants to access all relevant
data on intellectual property representatives who have
passed the representative exam before the Office.

The Office continued its long-standing cooperation with
the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO),
including the translation of amendments and updates
of new versions of the International Patent Classifica-
tion and the Nice Classification of Goods and Services
for Trademarks into Serbian.

In collaboration with the European Union Intellectual
Property Office (EUIPO), the principles of the Common
Practice CP14 — Trademarks Contrary to Public Policy or
Accepted Principles of Morality were translated and in-
tegrated into the Office’s Methodology for Trademark
Recognition Procedures and Registered Trademark
Proceedings. This methodology was published on the
Office’s website in November 2024.

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The enforcement of intellectual property rights in the
Republic of Serbia is handled by inspection bodies
within various ministries, the Customs Administration,
the Police, the public prosecution, and the courts.

Through the activities of the Coordination Body for the
Effective Protection of Intellectual Property Rights in
Serbia, the Office collaborates with the authorities re-
sponsible for enforcing intellectual property rights. The
Office is responsible for performing professional and
administrative tasks for the Coordination Body, and its
director presides over this body.

In 2024, the Coordination Body held four meetings in
April, June, August, and December. Within the Coordi-
nation Body, two working groups operate, consisting of
representatives from the prosecution, police, inspection
bodies, and the Office. The Working Group for Coordi-
nating the Suppression of Intellectual Property Rights
Infringements held meetings in February and March
2024. The Expert Working Group for Data Collection,
Analysis, and Identification of Trends in Intellectual
Property Rights Infringements held meetings in April
and December 2024.

Based on an analysis of intellectual property rights en-
forcement in 2023, the Coordination Body proposed the
following measures and actions for improving intellec-
tual property rights protection in its Annual Report for
2023, recommending them to the Government of Ser-
bia: enhancing the capacity of institutions responsible
for intellectual property rights enforcement; allocating
budget funds for the storage and destruction of coun-
terfeit goods and solving the issue of storage space ca-
pacity at the Directorate for the Management of Seized
Assets.

By decision of the Government of Serbia, passed on De-
cember 20, 2024, the Coordination Body was expanded

This project,
within the Intellectual Property component, aims to
strengthen the enforcement capacity of institutions rep-

resented in the Coordination Body for Effective Intellec-
tual Property Rights Protection. In November 2024, a
series of training sessions was conducted, covering
trade secrets protection and various topics related to
trademark enforcement.

As part of the cooperation with the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO), a delegation from the
Office, led by Director Vladimir Mari¢, participated in
the regular annual session of the WIPO General As-
sembly in July in Geneva. On this occasion, the Director
of the Office reported to the meeting participants on the
results achieved by the Intellectual Property Office be-
tween the two sessions, particularly highlighting the
accomplishments in cooperation with the WIPO. On the
sidelines of the session, a meeting was held with Mr.
Habib Assan, Director of the Department for Transition
and Developed Countries, along with his associates, as
well as with other WIPO representatives regarding cur-
rent issues of bilateral cooperation.

Over the past year, the WIPO organized two diplomatic
conferences: the Diplomatic Conference for the Adop-
tion of an International Instrument on Intellectual Prop-
erty, Genetic Resources, and Associated Traditional
Knowledge, held in May in Geneva, where the Republic

ternational Patent Classification, as well as several on-
line meetings of the group responsible for improving
regulations related to nucleotide sequences (WIPO
SEQL Task Force Meeting).

The Office representatives also took part in the Interna-
tional Conference on Geographical Indications and Col-
lective Marks, held in Slovenia in November, as well as in
a technical meeting on the Madrid System for the Inter-
national Registration of Trademarks, held in Moldova in
December. As in previous years, Office officials and oth-
er interested participants from Serbia had the opportu-
nity to follow numerous WIPO-organized events cover-
ing current topics such as the innovation ecosystem,
green technologies, artificial intelligence, and more.

Within the Bilateral Cooperation Plan with the WIPO,
the national phase of the Project on Intellectual Proper-
ty Strategies and the Innovation Ecosystem was com-
pleted. A domestic team of experts, led by Professor
Branko Radulovi¢, was engaged in this phase. The pro-
ject focused on assessing the national innovation sys-
tem and developing practical tools, metrics, and proce-
dures for tracking innovation goals, which is crucial for
drafting a new Intellectual Property Development Strat-
egy. The development of this new strategy, in collabo-
ration with the WIPO, began at the end of 2024. Team
of two domestic experts, led by Professor Slobodan
Markovié, were also engaged in this activity.

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As in previous years, a total of seven WIPO awards
were presented at three national events: five WIPO
awards were presented during the celebration of the
104th anniversary of the Intellectual Property Office,
the WIPO Award for the Best Inventor was presented
at the traditional event on innovation and intellectual
property “Tesla Fest” in Novi Sad, and the WIPO Award
was presented to an entrepreneur as part of the event
“Flower of Success for the Dragon Woman”

Cooperation continued under two bilateral agreements
between the WIPO and the Office. The Agreement on
Cooperation in the Development of Business Systems,
which continued work on improving the Office’s elec-
tronic systems. The Agreement on Cooperation in Pro-
moting Alternative Dispute Resolution in Intellectual
Property, which supports mediation in intellectual prop-
erty disputes, in line with the Cooperation Agreement
on Intellectual Property Mediation signed in June 2020
with courts responsible for intellectual property dis-
putes, as well as mediators from the Office’s List of Me-
diators.

Cooperation with the European Patent
Organization — EPO

As part of the “Alignment of Practice” project, an Office
representative participated in the Working Group on
Assignment Practices. Meanwhile, two working groups
continued operations under the “Information System
Development” project, involving Office representatives,
“Information Security” and “Business Process Mapping
and Quality Management for Patent Protection Proce-
dures”. Representatives of the Office also participated
in two working groups of the newly established Patent
and Technology Observatory, focused on Patents at Eu-
ropean Universities and Enhancing Innovation Financ-
ing. Additionally, Office representatives took part in
regular bilateral meetings under the bilateral coopera-
tion plan, as well as in meetings of EPO’s governing
bodies. An Office representative also attended the EPO
PATLIB Conference, held on September 18-19, 2024, in
Istanbul, Turkey.

The National Conference “Economic Aspects of Innova-
tion — Patents as a Resource” was organized in Bel-
grade on December 17, in cooperation with the EPO
and supported by the Institute of Physics.

Office officials participated in 20 virtual training ses-
sions organized by the EPO Academy, as well as lan-
guage courses in English, French, and German, as part
of bilateral cooperation with EPO.

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Additionally, the University of Ni§ became a new mem-
ber of the Pan-European Seal network, which includes
the EPO, the European Union Intellectual Property Office
(EUIPO), and European universities specializing in intel-
lectual property. This membership provides young ex-
perts from these universities with the opportunity to un-
dertake a three-year internship at these two interna-
tional organizations. The Pan-European Seal network
now includes 145 European universities, including two
from Serbia, University of Belgrade and University of Nis.

Cooperation with the European Union
Intellectual Property Office — EUIPO

As part of cooperation with the EUIPO, a delegation
from the Intellectual Property Office, led by Director
Vladimir Mari¢, participated in a high-level cooperation
meeting of observer countries from the Western Bal-
kans with the Executive Director of EUIPO. This meeting
took place on the margins of the WIPO General Assem-
bly session in July in Geneva. During the meeting, the
Director of the Office spoke about the Office’s activities
over the past year and plans for the upcoming period.
Following the meeting, a new Memorandum of Cooper-
ation between the Intellectual Property Office and the
EUIPO was signed.

Office representatives participated in various meetings
at the EUIPO headquarters in Alicante, Spain, focusing
on exchange of experience and practices in trademarks,
design, and international cooperation. The Office con-
tinued to successfully implement EU Common Practice
Principles in Trademarks and Design, particularly CP14
principles. Under the two-year Seconded National Ex-
perts project, another Office official completed a study
visit at the beginning of 2024, marking the fourth offi-
cial from Serbia to participate in this project.

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Bilateral and Other Cooperation

In 2024, cooperation with the China National Intellectu-
al Property Administration (CNIPA) was particularly
rich. A high-level CNIPA delegation, led by Deputy
Commissioner Mr. Li Danlu, visited the Office in March.
On this occasion, views were exchanged on the goals
of both organizations and the possibilities for further
improving cooperation.

In May, as part of the cooperation within the Belt and
Road Initiative (BRIPC), Daniela Zlati¢ Suti¢, Assistant
Director, participated in the Belt and Road Intellectual
Property Workshop 2024. Additionally, within the frame-
work of BRIPC cooperation, in September, a delegation
from the Office, led by Director Vladimir Mari¢, partici-
pated in the 3rd high-level Belt and Road conference.
During the conference, a new Memorandum of Under-
standing and a Letter of Intent on cooperation in the field
of geographical indication protection between the Re-
public of Serbia and the People’s Republic of China were
signed. Furthermore, a candidate from Serbia was ad-
mitted to the two-year BRIPC Master’s Program on Intel-
lectual Property Law in China and is currently pursuing
studies there.

In May 2024, the Intellectual Property Office hosted a
delegation from the Albanian General Directorate of In-
dustrial Property. The Albanian delegation visited the
Office as part of a study visit aimed at familiarizing
with the work of science and technology parks. Given
the Office’s long-standing and high-quality cooperation
with the Science and Technology Park in Belgrade, the
guests were introduced to the models of cooperation
and the Office’s activities regarding education in the
field of intellectual property and collaboration with in-
novation support organizations.

high-level conference on “Intellectual Property in the
Age of Artificial Intelligence” in Budapest, Hungary, and
the international conference “Intellectual Property for
Green and Digital Transition,” organized on the occa-
sion of the 125th anniversary of the founding of the
Austrian Patent Office in Vienna.

European Integration

In Serbia’s EU accession process, the Office leads negoti-
ations on Chapter 7 — Intellectual Property Law, provid-
ing annual reports to the European Commission and
quarterly reports to the Serbian government, Ministry for
European Integration, on progress and activities within
the National program for legislative alignment with EU
acquis for period 2022-2025 (NPAA) . Office representa-
tives also attended the Subcommittee on Internal Market
and Competition meeting on March 5, 2024.

One expert from the Office participated in three meet-
ings of the Expert Council for the Protection of Breeders’
Rights for Plant Varieties, held at the Plant Protection
Directorate of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry, and
Water Management. During these sessions, it was pro-
posed that breeders’ rights be granted for 44 submitted
applications, while one application was recommended
for rejection.

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Based on the signed Cooperation Agreement with the
Ministry of Science, Technological Development, and In-
novation, representatives of the Office supported the
“Best Technological Innovation” competition by con-
ducting training sessions for participants on the protec-
tion of innovations through intellectual property rights,
with a particular focus on patent protection.

The Office is actively involved in the implementation of
the project “EU Support to the Internal Market”, which
aims to improve the efficiency of state institutions in
creating a favorable business environment for market
participants. The main beneficiary of this project is the
Ministry of Internal and Foreign Trade. Activities under
this project focus on improving the legislative frame-
work and strengthening administrative capacities in the
field of intellectual property. Over the past year, project
activities included: Analyzing the needs for enhancing
the platform for collecting and exchanging data among
intellectual property rights enforcement authorities;
Preparatory activities for harmonizing legislation with
EU Acquis; Further improving the work of the Coordina-
tion Body for Effective Protection of Intellectual Proper-
ty. With the support of this project, three workshops
were held in November, attended by representatives of
the Office, Market Inspection, other relevant state insti-
tutions, and lawyers.

Under the Swiss project “Technopark 2", the Office col-
laborated with the Science and Technology Park Bel-
grade, providing consultations to innovative teams
within the final round of the RaisingStarts program dur-
ing their presentations in January 2024.

In 2024, the Intellectual Property Office received a total
of 4,773 applications (16.9%) for the protection of in-
tellectual property rights in national procedures. Of this
number, 4,206 applications (146.3%) were submitted for
the recognition of industrial property rights, and 567 ap-
plications (112.5%) were submitted for the deposit of
copyright works and related rights works.

Out of the 4,206 applications related to the protection
of industrial property rights that were submitted directly
to the Office, 79.3% (142.58%) were submitted electron-
ically. The share of electronically submitted applications
for industrial property rights in national procedures is as
follows: 100% of requests for the entry of a European
patent into the Patent Register, 71.4% of trademark ap-
plications, 55% of patent applications, 54% of petty pat-
ent applications, 46.8% of industrial design applications.

In 2024, 1,528 cases were completed in the procedures
for granting patents, petty patents, the entry of Europe-
an patents, and SPCs. At the end of 2024, the backlog
of national patent applications was 372 (144.8%), while
for petty patents, the backlog was 31 applications
(16.9%). The backlog for European patent entries in the
Patent Register was 47 cases (1.7.8%). A total of 11
SPC requests were resolved, while the backlog of SPC

cases was 27 pending cases ({4, 3.6%).

As of December 31, 2024, the Patent Register in Serbia
contained 8,544 granted patents in force (4.5.1%), of
which 326 patents were registered through the national
procedure and 8,218 were validated European patents.
On the same date, there were 208 petty patents in force

and 85 supplementary protection certificates (SPCs).

By December 31, 2024, the Office had completed the
examination process for 7,279 trademark applications:
2,400 national trademark applications and 4,430 inter-
national trademark applications were completed and
449 national trademark applications were in the publi-
cation phase for opposition submission.

Throughout the year 75 (150%) oppositions were filed
against national and international trademark applica-
tions and 36 (J, 16.3%) appeals were filed against final
decisions of the Office in the field of trademarks. In the
process of examination of the conditions for the grant
of international trademarks, 4225 international trade-
mark applications were examined. According the Vienna
Classification, 1852 figurative elements were classified
in trademark applications submitted directly to the Of-
fice. 2,004 certificates were issued for national trade-
marks and 520 commercial searches were done at the
request of clients for the search in domestic and interna-
tional trademark databases. In 27 proceedings for na-
tional trademarks and 22 proceedings for international
trademarks, final decisions were made in relation to can-
cellation and cessation of use due to lack of use.

On December 31, 2024, a total of 140559 registered
trademarks were in force in the Republic of Serbia, in-
cluding 33975 trademarks registered in the national
register and 106584 international trademarks registered
through the Madrid System.

Industrial Design

A total of 875 designs (12.1%) was sought for protection
through 77 national applications (J,13.4%) for industrial
designs filed directly with the Intellectual Property Office
and through 273 international applications (1421.3%)
filed in accordance with the Hague Agreement.

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Indications of Geographical Origin

During the year, one application for the protection of indi-
cation of geographical origin was filed, for the geographi-
cal indication “Staroplaninski med” (Stara Planina honey).

Under the Lisbon Agreement for the Protection of Ap-
pellations of Origin and their International Registration,
the appellation of origin “Leskovacka ljutenica” was in-
ternationally registered. The appellation of origin “Lesk-
ovacka ljutenica” is the sixth indication of geographical
origin to be internationally registered under the Lisbon
Agreement following national protection. In addition to
Leskovacka ljutenica, the appellations of origin “Bermet,”
“Homoljski med,” “Leskovacki domadi ajvar,” “Peskiri
Sabackog kraja,” and “Zlakusa” were previously interna-
tionally registered.

At the end of 2024, in the Intellectual Property Office
register, there was a total of 84 registered indications
of geographical origin, of which 56 were appellations of
origin and 28 were geographical indications.

Rtanj honey

At the beginning of 2024, “Rtanjski med” (Rtanj honey)
gained its first authorized user, the Local Action Group
Rtanj from Sokobanja, which currently brings together 30
individual producers of this honey who have undergone
the certification process. Rtanj honey is a protected ge-
ographical indication for multifloral honey produced ex-
clusively in parts of the territories of Sokobanja and Bol-
jevac, specifically within the defined geographical area
of Mount Rtanj. Thanks to the rich flora of Mount Rtanj,
which hosts 17.55% of the total number of plant species
and subspecies in Serbia, analysis of Rtanj honey has
identified as many as 96 types of pollen. Additionally, 25
endemic plant species and subspecies have been iden-
tified in the flora of Mount Rtanj, highlighting the excep-
tional originality of the geographical area where Rtanj
honey is produced.

The color of Rtanj honey ranges from light ochre yellow
to light amber, and its flavor develops from moderately
sour to moderate and intensely sweet. The aroma and
fragrance of Rtanj honey represent a harmonious combi-
nation of herbal, fruity, and floral notes, which can range
from very subtle and barely noticeable to moderately
pronounced. The scent of Rtanj honey is reminiscent of
dried herbs, fermented and processed fruits, interwoven
with delicate floral aromas.

Products bearing the appellation of origin Zlakusa repre-
sent handmade pottery crafted in a traditional manner, in-
volving the preparation, shaping, decorating, drying, and
firing of vessels on a manual potter’s wheel using a mixture
of clay from Vranjina and calcite from Rupeljevo. Products
with the Zlakusa appellation of origin are produced exclu-
sively in parts of the Zlatibor administrative district, in the
villages of Zlakusa, Rupeljevo, Gorjani, Radovci, Zdravcidi,
and Vranjani. Authentic Zlakusa pottery, with its quality
of raw materials - clay and calcite, significantly enhances
the flavor of dishes cooked in it. Certain traditional dishes,
such as “wedding cabbage”, cannot even be prepared in
any other way, as only in these pots can the desired firm-
ness of ingredients and characteristic flavor be achieved.

The authorized user of this appellation of origin is the
“Zlakusa” Potters Association.

Arrilje raspberry

“Ariljska malina” (Arilje raspberry) is an appellation of
origin for fresh, frozen, and freeze-dried raspberries pro-
duced in the Arilje raspberry-growing region. Known as
the “red gold of Serbia” with a geographical indication,
Arilje raspberry is characterized by a balanced ratio of
sugars and acids, along with a significant presence of
aromatic compounds, giving it a pronounced and harmo-
nious sweet-sour flavor. Rich in minerals and vitamins,
especially antioxidants and ellagic acid, it contains no

less than 9% dry matter.

“Lesovacka ljutenica” is a traditional food product made
from roasted and pasteurized fresh tomatoes (varieties
Novosadski jabucar or Volovsko srce) and fresh hot pep-
pers (varieties DZinka or Plamena). “Leskovacka Ljuteni-
ca” is produced in a traditional manner exclusively in the
territory of the city of Leskovac and the municipalities of
Bojnik, Lebane, Vlasotince, Medveda, and Crna Trava.

Thanks to the highly successful collaboration between
the Intellectual Property Office and the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO) in the implementation of
the Lisbon Agreement for the Protection of Appellations
of Origin and their International Registration, the appel-
lation of origin “Leskovacka Ljutenica” was international-
ly registered in 2024 under this international treaty.

The application for international registration was submit-
ted by the “Leskovacki Ajvar” Association from Leskovac,
which is also the authorized user of the appellations of
origin “Leskovacka Ljutenica” and “Leskovacki Domadi
Ajvar,” and whose members are certified producers of
ljutenica and ajvar. This is an example of how a pro-
ducers’ association for products with indications of geo-
graphical origin, with the help of local government - spe-
cifically the City of Leskovac and the Regional Chamber
of Commerce of the Jablanica and P¢inja administrative
districts in Leskovac, achieved international protection of
a registered indication within just one year of registering
the appellation of origin as a collective right, completing
the product certification process and securing interna-

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The collaboration with the Office for Information Tech-
nology and e-Government continued under the Coop-
eration Agreement and the umbrella contract between
the Office for IT and e-Government and Oracle for state
institutions, focusing on the migration of part of the serv-
er infrastructure hosting IPAS - the administrative sys-
tem for managing industrial property rights recognition
procedures. A significant portion of the information in-
frastructure was migrated to the State Data Center in
December, part of which was assigned to Oracle. This
migration is of great importance for the Office, especially
considering the ongoing energy efficiency improvement
works in the Office building, which began in August
2024. These works are being carried out by the Admin-
istration for Common Affairs of Republican Bodies, with
funding provided by the Republic of Serbia, Ministry of
Mining and Energy.

Since 2020, in collaboration with the Office for IT and
e-Government, the Office has also been providing elec-
tronic document delivery to clients who have joined this
system. With the increasing number of clients interested
in e-Delivery, the Office has achieved a significant vol-

ume of electronic documents sent.

The Office worked on data preparation for industri-
al property rights from its administrative system, IPAS,
for publication in the Intellectual Property Gazette. A
total of 24 issues was published, half of which were
bi-monthly editions containing only trademark applica-
tion publications, while the remaining monthly Gazettes
included data on publications, registered rights, and the
termination of all industrial property rights. 1,546 patent
documents were prepared for publication and uploaded
to the Office’s Publication Server, including patent docu-
ments related to: 1,374 registered patents, 36 registered
utility model, and 136 patent application publications.
All data on submitted applications were updated daily in
the Office’s electronic registers and records. Furthermore,
1,544 patent documents with bibliographic data in XML
format were prepared for updating in global databases
such as Espacenet (EPO) and Patentscope (WIPO).

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Human Resources

As of December 31, 2024, the Intellectual Property Office
employed 76 civil servants. In addition to this number,
there was one civil servant temporarily replacing an ab-
sent employee, as well as six individuals engaged under
contracts for temporary and occasional work.

Public Procurement

In 2024, one public procurement procedure was con-
ducted for the acquisition (extension of validity) of an-
tivirus software licenses for the needs of the Intellectual
Property Office, in accordance with the Law on Public
Procurement (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia,”
No. 91/19 and 92/23). The Office also finalized the pro-
curement of travel services, such as procurement of air
tickets, other travel tickets, and hotel accommodations
for official domestic and international business travel of
its employees. Following centralized public procurement
procedures and the conclusion of framework agree-
ments, individual contracts were signed with selected
suppliers for the procurement of office supplies, mobile
telephony services, and employee insurance.

In 2024, reconstruction works began on the adaptation
and energy efficiency rehabilitation of the Intellectu-
al Property Office building. The project is managed by
the Administration for Common Affairs of Republican
Bodies, with funding provided by the Republic of Serbia,
Ministry of Mining and Energy. The planned completion
date for the works is February 2025.

The Intellectual Property Office, through the application
of all relevant laws, signed and ratified international
agreements in the field of intellectual property, which
prescribe the payment of fees or reimbursement of
procedural costs, generated public revenue for the
budget of the Republic of Serbia in 2024 in total amount
of 679,731,230 dinars.

Expenditure of Funds

In 2024, the Office spent a total of 183,749,883 dinars
from all funding sources, including budget funds, dona-
tions, and transferred donation funds from the previ-
ous year, to finance its core functions. Of this amount:
180,092,613 dinars (98%) came from the budget of the
Republic of Serbia and 3,657,270 dinars (2%) came from
donations and funds carried over from previous years.

Out of the total expenditure of 183,749,883 dinars: 86%
(158,010,893 dinars) was spent on employee-related
expenses, including salaries, allowances, and compen-
sations under the Classification Framework for Budget
Users - Group 41, 14% (25,738,989 dinars) was spent
on services and other material costs necessary for the
functioning of the Office.

The 25,738,989 dinars spent in 2024, which covers all
expenses except salaries and other employee compen-
sations, were used for the procurement of services and
materials essential for the Office’s operations, including
its information infrastructure. This expenditure repre-
sents only 3.78% of the total revenue generated for the
budget of the Republic of Serbia, which is a limiting fac-
tor for the implementation of a greater number of devel-
opmental activities.
