day, and what it should one day become. The history of
the Intellectual Property Office is, | would also like to em-
phasize, to a great extent the history of inventiveness in
Serbia. It is a compelling story about the ingenuity and
creativity of our people, a story that continues to this
day. | believe that we presented our Office and our coun-
try with dignity, and that our guests carried away only
the finest memories of that event.

If we look at the Office’s performance in 2025, we can
see that it was a successful year for our institution.

In 2025, the Office received a total of 9,672 applica-
tions, including those relating to industrial property and
the deposit of copyright works and related rights sub-
ject matter. This represents a 2% increase compared to
2024.

During the year, we registered 8,897 industrial proper-
ty rights, representing an increase of 4.6% compared
to 2024. As of 31 December 2025, the total number of
registered industrial property rights stood at 158,799,
representing a further increase of 2.8% compared to the
previous year.

Electronic filing of applications remained the primary
method of submitting applications to the Intellectual
Property Office, accounting for 79.44% of all applications
filed in 2025. This represents a slight increase of 0.14%
compared to 2024. The share of electronic submissions
in the total volume of other correspondence received by
the Office amounted to 63.05%, likewise reflecting a
modest increase of 0.05% over the previous year.

In 2025, we renewed operating licences for three collec-
tive management organizations for copyright and relat-
ed rights: SOKO] (representing musical authors), OFPS
(representing phonogram producers), and OORP (repre-
senting authors of written and reprographic works).

In 2025, the Office continued its cooperation with the
authorities responsible for the enforcement of intellectu-
al property rights in the Republic of Serbia.

The work of the Coordination Body was intensified
in 2025 compared to the previous period. Within this
framework, effective cooperation was achieved among
all key stakeholders involved in the enforcement of in-
tellectual property rights: the Customs Administration;
the Ministry of Internal and Foreign Trade; the Ministry
of the Economy; the Ministry of the Interior; the Ministry

Market”.

During 2025, the Office continued to provide educational
services in the field of intellectual property. In this con-
text, a total of forty-two events were organised during
the year, attended by 1,469 participants. With the sup-
port of a European Union project, we also implemented
the largest media campaign to date aimed at promoting
intellectual property and highlighting its importance for
our economy and cultural life.

As every year, | would like to conclude this introducto-
ry address with a message of gratitude to all my col-
leagues whose dedication and work have enabled this
institution to achieve the results you will read about in
the pages that follow.

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During 2025, the Office organized 42 educational or in-
formational events in the field of intellectual property.
The purpose of these events was to introduce entrepre-
neurs, researchers, and other stakeholders to the intel-
lectual property system and to emphasize its value and
potential for enhancing business activities. During these
events, whether of a specific or general nature, the in-
tellectual property rights protection system was pro-
moted, and training and information were provided on
obtaining IP protection and on the commercial use of
intellectual property rights to generate business bene-
fits.

As part of the EU project “EU Support for the Internal
Market” (EU4IM), an extensive media campaign was
carried out in November and December across multiple
communication channels to raise awareness of intellec-
tual property rights and the negative impact of counter-
feiting and piracy.

15 Years Since the Establishment of the
Educational and Informational Center - EIC

In January 2025, the Educational and Informational

Center of the Intellectual Property Office marked its

15th anniversary. Over its first 15 years, with the sup-

port of other Office staff, the Center held 674 events

with more than 22,000 participants. During the same

period, it provided over 500 Intellectual Property Diag-
nostics services to companies and research
organizations, 90 one-on-one consultations
for SMEs, and offered information or initial
advice on intellectual property rights to
nearly 29,000 clients.

WIPO Patent Drafting Program

At the beginning of December, the Intellectual Property Of-
fice hosted the regional workshop “WIPO Patent Drafting
Program” for Central European, Baltic, and Mediterranean
countries (CEBS). The program was implemented in coop-
eration with the World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPOQ) and involved representatives of national IP offices
and experts from 18 countries in the region.

During the five-day intensive training, participants en-
hanced their patent application drafting skills through prac-
tical exercises and work with international experts. This
contributes significantly to building professional capacity in
the CEBS countries in the field of intellectual property pro-
tection, while also providing innovators and researchers
with strong support to transform their ideas into high-qual-
ity, legally sound, and internationally recognized patents.

The impact of artificial intelligence on intellectual prop-
erty rights, particularly patents, is undoubtedly a topic
of great interest. As one of the main drivers of the
Fourth Industrial Revolution, Al presents a significant
challenge for patenting, especially with regard to inven-
torship and ownership of inventions.

The panel discussion attracted considerable attention,
as various participants shared their perspectives on the
challenges encountered in the field of Al innovations.
The panelists also shared their views on what to expect
in the coming period regarding the development of leg-
islation and practice in this field, both at the national
and international levels.

Intellectual Property for Researchers

During the year, six training sessions were held for re-
searchers, including two lectures for the Science Fund
of the Republic of Serbia, and one lecture each for the
Faculty of Technology in Novi Sad, the Institute of Nu-
clear Sciences in Vinca, and R&D staff at Galenika Fito-
farmacija and NIS a.d.

During the year, the Office’s website was visited by
81,000 users, of whom 77,000 were new users.

During November and December 2025, with the
support of the EU project “EU Internal Market Support”
— EU4IM, a campaign promoting intellectual property
rights and the work of the Office was carried out. The
public was informed about various topics in the field of
intellectual property and the Office’s responsibilities
through media appearances, article publications, and
digital platform banners. The event marking the Office’s
105th anniversary also received media coverage. On
this occasion, six videos were produced to promote
intellectual property rights and raise awareness about
the harms of counterfeiting, particularly for sensitive
products (online sale of medicines and counterfeit toys).
For the first time, influencer Andrija Jovi¢ was engaged
in the campaign, and the videos shared through his
channel received over one million views. The
communication plan and all creative content were
developed with the support of the GoViral agency,

engaged by the project.

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In the first half of the year, works on the adaptation and
energy refurbishment of the Office’s building were
completed with the aim of improving energy efficiency.
During the first five months, employees of the Office's
Division for Information System provided intensive
support to staff working from temporary offices, as well
as support to clients using the Office’s electronic
services.

From the beginning of 2025, the European Patent Office
(EPO) tool “Ansera” has been fully applied in patent
examination procedures within the Patent Sector.

The migration of the Office’s services to the Oracle
cloud of the Office for Information Technologies and
e-Government continued. In February, the Office’'s email
service was fully migrated to the State Data Center
domain, including user account configuration.

At the end of the year, a new version of the e-Trademark
Register based on WIPO Publish technology was
launched. The new version offers enhanced search
capabilities. Searches can be performed by submitting
queries that combine different criteria. For example, it is
possible to enter a phrase instead of a single search
term, and search results can also be filtered. At the
same time, the e-Patent Register based on the same
technology has been launched and is still in the testing
phase.

The Office continued its long-standing cooperation with

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The enforcement of intellectual property rights in Serbia
falls within the competence of the inspection bodies of
various ministries, the Customs Administration, the
police, the public prosecutor’s offices and the courts.
The Intellectual Property Office actively cooperates
with these authorities through the Coordination Body
for the Effective Protection of Intellectual Property
Rights, chaired by the Director of the IPO, while the
Office itself performs expert and administrative tasks
within that body.

The Coordination Body and its two working groups,
the Working Group for the Coordination of the
Suppression of IP Rights Infringements and the Expert
Working Group for Data Collection, Analysis, and
Identification of Trends in Intellectual Property Rights
Infringements, demonstrated an exceptional level of
activity in 2025.

The Coordination Body and its working groups met
regularly, holding a total of eight meetings throughout
the year, ensuring continuous expert dialogue and
ongoing monitoring of the situation on the ground.

In the Annual Report of the Coordination Body, adopted
in 2025, the following measures and activities aimed at
enhancing the protection of intellectual property rights
were proposed to the Government of the Republic of
Serbia: 1) conducting research on the economic and
social harm caused by counterfeiting and piracy; 2)
changing the status of inspectors to improve their
position and facilitate their hiring; 3) providing
budgetary funds for the storage of seized goods; 4)
strengthening the human and technological capacities
of authorities combating online IP rights infringements;
5) enhancing customs capacities for controlling postal
shipments; 6) continuing cooperation among IP rights
enforcement authorities and 7) developing a joint
platform for collecting statistical data from enforcement

authorities.

Activities within the EU IPA 2021 Project “EU
Support to the Internal Market” — EU4IM

Throughout the year, numerous activities were carried
out within the EU project “EU Support to the Internal
Market” — EU4IM, led by the Ministry of Internal and
Foreign Trade, under Key Area 3 - Intellectual
Property. The activities were implemented by the
project office in Belgrade, while some were coordinated
by the IPO.

In addition to the regular meetings of the Coordination
Body and its working groups, representatives of IP
enforcement authorities met numerous times during the
year to implement EU4IM project activities, including
the development of a strategy to strengthen I[P
enforcement capacities and the development of a
statistical platform for collecting IP enforcement data.

Special meetings were also organized with police
representatives from Spain on the topic of illegal
content IPTV
Television), with the participation of representatives of
the private sector. These meetings aimed to identify

distribution via (Internet  Protocol

training needs and plan investigative training activities
for the following year.

As part of the project’s activities for the training of judges
and prosecutors, four two-day training sessions were
held in cooperation with the project and the Judicial
Academy. The training sessions were delivered by
experts from Greece, Portugal, Spain, and Bulgaria on
the following topics: “EU Community Designs”, “EU
Trademarks”, “EU Criminal Law in the Field of IP”, and
“EU Geographical Indications”. The training sessions
were initially organized for representatives of judicial
authorities with the aim of harmonizing national practice
with that of the European Union.

In the framework of the cooperation with the WIPO, a
delegation of the Intellectual Property Office, headed by
Director Vladimir Mari¢, participated in the annual
session of the WIPO General Assembly held in July in
Geneva.

International Cooperation

On the occasion of the 105th anniversary of the
Intellectual Property Office, the conference “Celebrating
Innovators, Creators and Users of the Intellectual
Property System” was held on 25 November 2025 at the
Central Military Club in Belgrade. The conference was
organized with the support of the WIPO, the European

Patent Organization, and the European Union.

During the conference, high-level bilateral meetings
were also held between representatives of the World
(WIPO) and
representatives of the Government of the Republic of

Intellectual  Property Organization
Serbia. On 24 November, a bilateral meeting was held
at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs between Ambassador
Katarina Lali¢ Smajevié¢, Acting Assistant Minister of
Foreign Affairs, and Mr Hasan Kleib, Deputy Director
General of the World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPO). The following day, on 25 November, a bilateral
meeting was held between the Minister of Justice,
Nenad Vuji¢, and Mr Hasan Kleib. On that occasion,
Minister Vuji¢ underlined that strengthening cooperation
at the national level in the field of intellectual property is
of great importance, both through coordination among
with

state authorities and through partnerships

international institutions such as WIPO.

Mr Kleib presented the support opportunities offered by

WIPO, including training programs of the WIPO

Academy for judges and public prosecutors. These
programs could be integrated into the education
framework implemented by the Judicial Academy,
thereby contributing to the strengthening of the
capacities of judicial authorities in the enforcement of
intellectual property rights.

Seven WIPO awards were presented at three national
events.

European Integration

In the process of Serbia’s accession to the European
Union, the Office lead activities related to Chapter 7 —
Intellectual  Property  Law. Group
contributions were prepared: for the Annual Report of
the European Commission on Serbia’s progress in 2025;
for the meeting of the Subcommittee on the Internal
Market and Competition; the preparation of the Plan for

fulfilling obligations under

Negotiating

Serbia’s EU accession
process by the end of 2026; amendments and updates

to the National Program for the Adoption of the Acquis
(NPAA) for the period 2024-2027. Regular preparation
of quarterly reports for the Ministry of European
Integration on the implementation of planned measures
and activities foreseen under the NPAA had been
continued.

The Office also participated in the implementation of
activities under the EU project “EU Support to the
Internal Market” in the field of Intellectual Property,
aimed at improving the efficiency of state authorities in
creating a favorable business environment for economic
operators.

Registers

In 2025, a total of 4,945 applications related to the pro-
tection of industrial property rights or the deposit of cop-
yright works and related rights works were filed directly
with the Intellectual Property Office.

Of that number, 4,197 applications were filed for the rec-
ognition of industrial property rights, while 748 requests
were submitted for the entry into the evidence of depos-
ited copyright and related rights works (132%). Of the
total 4,197 applications for the protection of industrial
property rights filed directly with the Office, 79.44%
(10.14%) were submitted electronically. The share of
e-applications by type of industrial property right in na-
tional procedures was as follows: 99.42% of requests
for entry of European patents into the Patent Register,
73.82% of trademark applications, 52.14% of patent
applications, 51.80% of petty patent applications, and
41.30% of industrial design applications.

“Sremski Kulen” is an appellation of origin protecting ku-
len produced from first-category pork meat (minimum
90%), firm fatty tissue (maximum 10%), table salt, and
red hot paprika, from the defined area of Srem. After the
production process, a smoking process follows, using
dry beech, cherry, and plum wood, mostly originating
from Fruska Gora, and this is followed by a maturation
process of the kulen lasting a minimum of five months.
The organoleptic characteristics of Sremski Kulen imply
that the kulen has a pleasant and distinctive aroma and
flavor, with a product cross-section resembling a mosaic
composed of evenly distributed pieces of red muscle tis-
sue and whitish firm fatty tissue that do not smear when
sliced. The cross-section of the product has no cavities,
and slicing the product into thin slices must be easy.
This appellation of origin obtained an authorized user in
2025, namely the meat products workshop “But & Co”,
Milenko Jovanovié¢ PR from Ladarak.

Zlatar Cheese

“Zlatar Cheese” is a designation of origin for a soft, full-
fat cheese containing at least 50% milk fat in dry matter,
produced exclusively within the defined area of Mount
Zlatar. Zlatar Cheese has a distinctly pleasant fermented
taste, not overly salty or sour.

The Association of Zlatar Cheese Producers “Zlatarski
sir” from Nova Varo$ continuously demonstrates the
quality of the cheese through product certification. In
March 2025, the Association renewed its status as an
authorized user of the “Zlatar Cheese” designation. This

Futog Fresh and Fermented Cabbage

“Futog Fresh and Fermented Cabbage” is an appellation
of origin for cabbage obtained from the autochthonous
population of Futog cabbage. The average weight of
heads of “Futog Fresh Cabbage” is about 2,900 grams;
they are slightly flattened, light green in color, and on
cross-section are white to yellowish-white, with thin
leaves, good compactness and firmness, low caloric val-
ue, and a high content of vitamins, minerals, and essential
amino acids. “Futog Fermented Cabbage” is of a uniform
amber-yellow color; the head is flattened, and the leaves
overlap each other. The process of separating the leaves
must be carried out gradually and carefully. The leaves
have a slightly elliptical appearance, are thin over the en-
tire surface, while the central part of the leaf attached to
the root is elastic and flexible. The leaves are of delicate
consistency and weak veining. Futog Fermented Cab-
bage has a mild taste, neither too salty nor too sour, with
a mildly pleasant aroma, and a salt content that must not
be below 1.5% nor exceed 3.5%. For this appellation of
origin, the status of authorized user is continuously re-
newed by the Association of Producers and Processors
of Futog cabbage “Futoski Kupus” from Futog.

Pirot Kilim

“Pirot Kilim” is an appellation of origin for carpets, bed-
spreads, curtains, draperies, and other similar products.
For the first time in its long history, in 2003, the Pirot Kil-
im became the intellectual property of the people of the
Pirot region. The Pirot Kilim is woven using a kneeling
technique on a vertical loom, which gives the carpet two
identical faces, meaning that it has no reverse side. The
richness of the carpet lies in its patterns, i.e. ornaments,
while the colors used are permanent, clear, and vivid,
but never overly emphasized. The beauty of the carpet
is reflected in their harmony and combinations. The Pirot
Kilim is woven exclusively from wool.

At the World Exhibition in Paris in 1892, the Pirot Kilim at-
tracted exceptional attention and admiration because of
its two identical faces. From 1904 to 1940 alone, the Pirot
Kilim was exhibited at 26 world exhibitions and fairs, from
Tournai, London, Brussels, Amsterdam, and Naples, to
Milan, Paris, Berlin, and Thessaloniki. In short, there was
no major exhibition or fair without a notable presence of
the Pirot Kilim. As early as 1894 and 1905, the Pirot Kilim
won first prizes at exhibitions in Liege and Lyon, and it
also entered the American and UK markets.

The Pirot Kilim is a product of women’s folk handicraft,
among the finest that Serbia has had. Weaving the Pirot
Carpet is a very demanding and time-consuming job, as
evidenced by the fact that weavers from the craft coop-
erative “Damsko Srce” (the authorized user of the ge-
ographical indication “Pirot Kilim”) work on average 8
hours a day, 22 working days a month, and in that time
weave only 0.8 m2 of Pirot Kilim per weaver.

The Pirot kilim once had several authorized users, while it
currently has only one, namely the Craft Cooperative for
the Production of Carpets and Souvenirs “Damsko Srce”
from Pirot. This cooperative continuously renews its sta-
tus and in this way preserves the tradition of its ancestors.

Collective Management Organizations for the
Exercise of Copyright and Related Rights

Within the scope of its competences, the Office issues
licenses for the performance of collective management
in the field of copyright and related rights, supervises
the operation of collective management organizations,
and conducts proceedings upon requests for granting
approval of proposed tariffs. During the year, three de-
cisions on the renewal of licenses were issued to the fol-
lowing organizations: SOKOJ, OFPS and OORP, and their
licenses were extended for an additional period of five
years. The scope of activities of the organization OFA
was expanded to include the collective management of
the rights of authors of short video clips. This expansion
was enabled through an administrative procedure con-
ducted before the Office, which was concluded by a de-
cision granting the license.

Acting upon arequest for granting approval of a proposed
tariff, the Office adopted the Tariff for cable rebroad-
casting of works of fine art and applied art, according
to which the AA Organization will charge renumerations.
Nine opinions on the application of the provisions of the
Law on Copyright and Related Rights were issued.

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Human Resources

As of 31 December 2025, the Intellectual Property Office
employed 75 civil servants on permanent contracts. In
addition to this number, nine persons were engaged by
the Office under contracts for temporary and occasional
work.

Public Procurement

In 2025, one public procurement procedure was con-
ducted for the procurement of services related to the me-
diation in the purchase of airline tickets and other travel
tickets, as well as hotel accommo-dation, for the pur-
poses of official travel of em-ployees within the country
and abroad, in accord-ance with the Public Procurement
Law (“Official Ga-zette of the Republic of Serbia”, 91/19
and 92/23). Following the implementation of centralized
public procurement procedures and the conclusion of
framework agreements, individual contracts were con-
cluded with selected bidders for the procure-ment of
office supplies, mobile telephony services, employee in-
surance, and computer equipment.

In 2025, the adaptation and energy refurbishment works
on the building of the Intellectual Property Office were
completed. The investor was the Ad-ministration for
Joint Services of Republic Bodies, while the project was
financed by the Ministry of Mining and Energy of the Re-
public of Serbia.

Financial Operations in 2025

Based on the application of all applicable laws and signed
and ratified international agreements in the field of intel-
lectual property, which prescribe the payment of fees or
procedural cost charges, the Intellectual Property Office
generated public reve-nue for the benefit of the budget
of the Republic of Serbia in 2025 in the total amount of
RSD 728,190,963.72. The revenues generated were 3.62
times higher than the total expenditures of the Of-fice fi-
nanced from the budget of the Republic of Serbia, Source
01, amounting to RSD 200,941,484.36.

In 2025, the Office received income from donations in
the total amount of RSD 3.287.018,58 pursuant to Ar-
ticle 16 of the Rules of Procedure of the EPO Adminis-
trative Council (CA/D 21/09 of 27 October 2009), which
provides for the reimbursement of costs related to the
participation of the Office’s employees in meetings of the
EPO Administrative Council and sessions of EPO com-
mittees, boards, and subcommittees.

Expenditure of Funds

In 2025, the Office spent funds from all sources of fi-
nancing to carry out its core functions, including allocat-
ed budgetary funds (98.2%) and current donations as
well as donations carried forward from the previous year
(1.8%), in the total amount of RSD 204,589,752.

Of this amount, RSD 174,802,076 (85%) was spent on
employee-related expenditures, salaries and allowances
in accordance with the budget user classification frame-
work — Group 41, while RSD 29.787.976 (15%) was
spent on services and other material costs necessary for
the operation of the Office.
